Our office has received your Notice of Intent (NOI) submittal for the above-referenced
facility. We are pleased to inform you that the submittal is sufficient to comply with the NOI
requirements for the new administrative NPDES General Permit ING490000 for discharges of
process wastewater and mine dewatering water from facilities involved in sand, gravel,
dimension stone, or crushed stone operations and that your facility will be covered by this
permit.

Starting April 1, 2024, you are required to follow all terms and conditions of
ING490000. Please note that the expiration date for this general permit coverage is September
30, 2025. In order to receive authorization to discharge beyond the expiration date, you are
required to submit a renewal NOI to IDEM no later than ninety (90) days prior to the date of
expiration.

The NPDES general permit coverage number assigned to this facility is referenced
above. This number shall be used as an identification number and should be included on all
correspondence submitted to IDEM in relation to this NPDES general permit for this site. This
approval of coverage for the facility will include all outfalls listed in Attachment 1 to this approval
letter. The effluent limitations and monitoring requirements are set forth in Attachment 2.
