Take a photo of some sign of wildlife at a state property—a feather, tracks, or an
animal, and attach the photo when you send your scavenger hunt email.

7. Take a photo of yourself, your family, or group at a DNR property shouting “#OPTOUTSIDE!” Attach the photo
when you send your scavenger hunt email.

8. Visit a playground and try the equipment. Where did you visit?

9. What kinds of activities are encouraged at the property you are visiting? Pick two and list them here:
