ORDER FINDING CHILD INCOMPETENT 
(Child may attain competency)

This matter has come before the Court for hearing concerning the matter of the competency of the juvenile, and the Court, having received evidence and heard the arguments of counsel, now finds as follows:

The child lacks the present ability to understand the nature and objectives of the delinquency proceeding pending against the child, and/or the ability to assist in the child’s defense, and therefore, the child is not presently competent.  

The child is reasonably likely to attain competency within:
(1) [bookmark: _Hlk121149821]one hundred eighty (180) days (if the child is alleged to have committed an act that would be a felony if committed by an adult); or

(2) ninety (90) days (if the child is alleged to have committed an act that would not be a felony if committed by an adult).

The court therefore orders the child to participate in services, other than a state institution, specifically designed to help the child attain competency, to be paid by the department subject to the requirements described in IC 31-37.
