Program/Committee Reports:

Community Partners:

The Community Partners for Child Safety report for July 1, 2020-September 30, 2020, was distributed by email prior to the meeting. Jenny McCarrell reporting.
Referrals: 168- down a little this quarter in part to DCS and schools out due to COVID-19, however about 20 referrals were received today so it is picking back up.
Material relief: 
Total region material relief spent- $28,488.88, broke down in the following categories: Utilities/Rent $24,518.30; Basic Needs $3,194.81 and Safety Items $775.77. Gift cards for emergency food distributed total $3,950.00; Pest Control totals $2,650.00; and total beds for the Region $2,519.00,

Community Outreach: Assisted in the free milk give-a-ways; purchased items individually to schools based on their needs; COVID-19 Care Packages; food boxes and backpacks. Partnered with Healthy Start in Union County to donate outlet plug covers and Infant Care Kits. National Night Out in Franklin County which went really well.
Safe Sleep items came in last week with $10,000 in supplies. Children’s Bureau has sleep stacks and 155 pack-n-plays available in office.

A grant was submitted for a diaper bank in Rush County. It is unknown yet if it will be awarded.

The $6,000 grant in Henry County has been spent down with several families coming out of homelessness. 
Kelly Owens questioned if McCarrell would reach out to schools as there are children not doing their virtual schooling.

Jill Atteberry Kelly noted a lot of Chrome Books were purchased to assist families who need them. If you know of a need contact Jenny McCarrell or Jill Atteberry Kelly and they will get the Chrome Books to them.

A discussion in ongoing as to a possible parent café or something to assistance grandparents who need help navigating through virtual schooling. 

Angie Jordan informed the counsel that the United Methodist Church in Wayne County has set up tables for internet to help students who don’t have the internet to complete their virtual schooling.
