Directions: From Fowler, go north on S.R. 55 approximately 7 miles to 800 N. Turn west onto 800 N. and travel 2 miles to
200 W. Turn north onto 200 W. and travel 1/3 of a mile. The property will be on the east side of the road. Park by the
wooden sign.
