Reference sheet for Indiana Specialty Veteran License Plates 
Eligibility for the Disabled Hoosier Veteran License Plate is as follows.

The veteran MUST be service-connected disabled by the United States Department of Veterans’ Affairs (USDVA) with any of the following conditions.

· Lost sight in both eyes or suffered a permanent impairment of vision in both eyes to the extent of being eligible for service-connected compensation for the loss

· Suffered loss of one or both feet or the permanent loss of use of one or both feet

· Suffered loss of one or both hands or the permanent loss of use of one or both hands

· Rated by the USDVA for a physical disability for a condition that precludes the person from walking without pain or difficulty (this may require a Doctors letter if it cannot be clearly determined that the disability causes pain or difficulty walking)
· Rated by the USDVA combined at 50% and at least 60% of that must be for one or more mobility disabilities.
EX-POW and Purple Heart License Plates
· applications must be Accompanied by evidence of POW status OR evidence of the award of the Purple Heart Medal. 

· A Purple Heart Plate with the handicapped emblem may be issued if the veteran is also eligible for an Indiana handicapped plate or permanent parking placard in Indiana.  (this includes the DHV plate and DHV placard).
