Child of a Disabled Veteran OR Child of a Purple Heart Recipient OR child of a former POW/MIA 

The Child must,
1) be the biological child of the veteran OR adopted by the veteran prior to reaching their 18th birthday

2) be younger than 33 years of age when first applying and becoming eligible for the exemption.

3) maintain satisfactory academic progress as determined by the state educational institution

The Veteran Parent must have,
1)  served in the Armed Forces of the United States during a war OR performed duty that was equally hazardous that was recognized by the award of a Service of Campaign Medal of the United States. Medals include but not limited to.
a) Armed Forces Expeditionary Medal

b) Navy/ Marine Corps Expeditionary Medal

c) Multinational Forces and Observers Medal
2) been rated by the VA for a service-connected disability OR suffered a service-connected death

3) been awarded the Purple Heart Medal OR been wounded as a result of enemy action

4) either entered the Armed Forces from and Indiana Home of record address (noted on the Discharge) OR resided in Indiana for at least 5 years preceding the student applying for the exemption.
5) Received any discharge from the Armed Forces of the United States other than a dishonorable discharge.

ELIGIBLE WARTIME SERVICE DATES:

WWII

December 7, 1941 – December 31, 1946

KOREA

June 27, 1950 – January 31, 1955

VIETNAM

August 5, 1964 – May 7, 1975

GULF WAR

August 2, 1990- Present, or date to be determined by U.S. Congress.
Purple Heart Medal Recipients:
Must have been,

1)  awarded the Purple Heart Medal

2)  Entered active duty from a permanent home address in Indiana 

3) received a discharge or separation from the Armed Forces of the United States other than a dishonorable discharge
Former Student of the Indiana Soldier’s and Sailor’s Home (Morton Memorial High School)
1) the student must be listed on the cumulative roster for the institution on file at IDVA.
In addition to all the above criteria the student must, 

1) be eligible for the resident tuition rate in Indiana.

2) Use the 124 hours of exemption within 8 academic years form the time the first exemption is used. academic year begin Aug 1st and end July 31st of the next year.

3) File a Free Application for Federal Student Aid annually while using the exemption.
NOTES:   

1) Application are all completed on the Scholar Track web page managed by the Indiana Commission for Higher Education. 

2) The exemption application must be completed under the student’s log in.  Parents cannot apply for the student under a “parent” account.

3) the student’s birth certificate must be uploaded with the application and the certificate must list the veteran parent

4) If the student is adopted by the veteran, then the signed court document that finalized the adoption must be included in lieu of the birth certificate. this must be finalized prior to the child’s 18th birthday.

5) If available, the veteran’s discharge from the armed force should be included (long form showing discharge type) 

6) If the discharge does not show and Indiana home of record address at time of entry or is not included with the application uploads, additional paperwork should be included to show at least 5 years of Indiana residency these documents can include, 

a) an Indiana Drivers record, or driver’s license issued at least five years ago
b) Property cards/ records showing transfer dates

c) W2s or tax returns

d) Military orders showing permanent change of station to and Indiana address

7) IDVA staff will request service dates and service-connected disability verification from the VARO if needed.  We cannot readily verify POW/MIA status, award of the Purple Heart Medal, or in some cases veteran residency.  If possible, evidence of those items should be included with the Scholar Track application.
