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LARA focuses on adult education for unemployed and underemployed adults, ages 16 and up. In an effort to assist everyone and remove as many barriers as possible, we offer English Language and High School Equivalency classes in person and online, in the morning or in the evening. We collaborate with other organizations and instructors to offer career trainings and certifications. This is a picture of the home page of our registration portal. Please note the orange translate button in the top right hand corner. With Purdue University just across the river, we serve students from all over the world. When they want to register for ELL classes, they only have to click on that button and choose their native flag, and all instructions will be translated for them so that they can easily register.



English Language Learning
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LARA offers beginning, intermediate, and advanced ELL classes. Students increase their English skills in reading, writing, vocabulary, and conversation. Some of our students are only here for a short time, but many will be staying in the US, and it is here that they are able to begin acquiring skills to obtain their US citizenship.

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It’s estimated that roughly 8000 adults in Tippecanoe County do not possess their high school diplomas. We have begun hosting High School Equivalency Bootcamps this year, where students age 16 and up can earn their high school equivalency diplomas in 3 or 4 days. Prior to enrolling, students need to pretest in reading, language and math, and if their scores are high enough, they can continue with bootcamp. If scores are not high enough, we offer adult basic ed classes and a chance to test at a later time.



High School Equivalency Bootcamp might not be for everyone. Adults age 16 and 
up can study at their own pace and earn their high school equivalency diplomas 
by attending adult education classes and taking the HiSET when they are ready.

Some students are only a couple years removed from high school; others are decades removed. The reasons for people not completing highschool are varied and complex, and our adult ed program enables community member to accomplish this monumental, lifechanging goal. 



CAREER TRAININGS
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Career trainings and certifications is the last category of services that we provide. These two are participating in a Construction training. At the end of the course, they received a couple of stackable credentials, and participated in a job fair with local companies.
