Clean Water Indiana 2013 Grant Committee Proposal 

Twenty five applications, representing 53 districts, were submitted for the 2013 Clean Water Indiana Grants round for a 

total of $1,659,600. (See Table 1 and maps titled “2013 Multi-district Watershed Grant Proposals-Lead Districts and 

Breakdown of Funds Requested” and “2013 Multi-district Watershed Grant Proposals”.) Applicants could apply for up to 

$25,000 a year for up to three years in the following categories: Cost Share, Professional Assistance, and Adult Education 

(limit $1,500 per year). Applications totaled $1,129,053 in Cost Share, $491,300 in Professional Assistance and $39,247

NRCS State Conservationist Report 
State Soil Conservation Board Meeting October 2012 

 
WHIP Drought Funds 
NRCS accepted and processed over $22 million in requests for the special drought sign-up through the 
Wildlife Habitat Incentives Program (WHIP).  While we were not able to meet the demand for these 
funds, we will continue to assist affected landowners in any way possible.  Indiana received over $5 
million in financial assistance, and we have asked for any additional funds as they become available.  
NRCS will continue to assist those that were not funded through the deferred application process, so 
that we can work to meet more landowner needs with regular program funds in FY13.  Please continue 
to utilize and direct landowners to resources at the drought website at 
http://www.in.nrcs.usda.gov/drought.html .   
 
HWFRCP Claims Process 
USDA remains committed to resolving cases involving allegations of past discrimination by 
individuals, including Hispanic and women farmers and ranchers, as well as ensuring that 
every farmer and rancher is treated equally and fairly.  USDA has established a voluntary claims process 
which will provide compensation to a final group of individuals who may have faced discrimination. The 
Hispanic and women farmers and ranchers claims process (HWFRCP) Claims Period will most likely open 
in mid-September.  Claimants will have 180 days from the opening date of the Claims Period, to be 
announced by the USDA, within which to file a complete Claims Package. All potential claimants must 
request a Claims Package to participate in the claims process. A claims package can be requested by 
calling 1-888-508-4429 between 8:00 am and 8:00 pm Central Time, or by going to 
www.farmerclaims.gov and submitting their information online.  
 
Conservation Security Program (CSP) 
CSP recently hit a milestone, with a national enrollment of 50 million acres.  This makes CSP the largest 
land-based conservation program in the country.  CSP is a voluntary program that encourages 
agricultural producers to improve conservation systems by improving, maintaining, and managing 
existing conservation activities and undertaking additional conservation activities. 
 
Farm Bill Outlook 
It is unclear whether or not a new Farm Bill will be passed at this time.
