Semi-skilled: An individual regisiered in a bona fide apprenticeship program registered with the United
States Department of Labor, Employment and Training Administration, Bureau of Apprenticeship and
Training.

Unskilled: An individual with less than twelve months of cumulative experience in the sonstruction frades
and who Is not registered in & bona fide apprenticeship program.

The above definitions shall not apply to workers in the classification of Laborer.

APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAMS:

The Wage Committee determines that the common practice in the county is for contractors fo participate
in bona fide apprenticeship programs registered with the U.S. Department of Labor, Bureau of
Apprenticeship and Training and that the rate of pay for the classifications of iabor that participate in such
programs is based in part on a percentage of the journeyman's rate (skilled rate herein) depending on
the individual's progress in the program.

Workers engaged in such an apprenticeship program will be permitted to be paid the semi-skilled rate
established in this wage determination.

Disputes regarding the appropriate classification of workers and the amounts said workers shouid be paid
may be submitted to the Indiana Deparimert of Labor for investigation.
