The Governor’s Arts Awards Nomination Form must be completed and emailed, faxed, or mailed to Rex Van Zant at the contact information above.   Please read all questions and complete all requested information relevant to your nominee. The nomination form will be made available upon request to meet special needs.

The Indiana General Assembly, Indiana Arts Trust, and the National Endowment for the Arts fund this program.  Inform your communities and elected officials about the importance of public arts 

support for the arts and your activities.  
The Indiana Governor’s Arts Awards honor outstanding contributions to the arts which have produced a profoundly positive impact on the arts and the state of Indiana. The Governor’s Arts Awards were initiated in 1973 as a partnership between the Indiana Arts Commission and the Office of the Governor.

Nominations are open to the general public. Anyone may make a Governor’s Arts Awards nomination, including IAC Commissioners, staff, and planning committee members provided the nomination follows all guidelines stipulated in this nomination form. 

The Indiana Arts Commission staff will make the initial review of nominations to ensure they meet minimum guidelines for eligibility.

Eligibility:
The Governor’s Arts Awards are open to any individual, group, organization, business and community that has made a significant contribution to, or positive impact on the growth, awareness, and strengthening of the arts in Indiana or through their work have brought about significant recognition to the community and/or the state of Indiana.

Individuals, artists, and educators nominated for a Governor’s Arts Award must be current or former residents of Indiana or have spent a significant period of their life in Indiana. If the nominee is deceased, a member of the immediate family must be a resident of Indiana to accept the award. Organizations and businesses nominated must either have headquarters or operations in Indiana.
Nominations submitted but not selected for the 2011 Governor’s Arts Awards are automatically eligible for consideration for the 2013 awards. Nominators may wish to resubmit a new nomination if there have been significant changes in the nominee’s accomplishments or contributions since 2011. 

Current members and staff of the Indiana Arts Commission, members of the awards planning committee, and their families are not eligible to receive an award.
Basic Criteria:

Nominations must be complete and provide accurate contact information for both the award nominee and the person/group making the nomination. Please make sure to complete all parts of the nomination. Criteria questions (pages 4-5) should be addressed briefly, but as specifically as possible. Only use the space available to answer the questions. The nomination narrative on page 6 will provide the bulk of information considered by the review committee.

All nominations will be reviewed by the Governor’s Arts Awards planning committee based on the criteria 
and narrative information submitted above.  Nominees will be selected and recommendations made to the 
governor. Upon approval of the nominees by the Office of the Governor, nominees and their nominators 
will be notified of the selections.
We would expect nominees to be notified sometime early next year. Upon their acceptance of the nomination, 
an official public announcement will be made jointly from the Governor and the Indiana Arts Commission.
