to determine the state winner, who will then represent Indiana at the

Prizes

The State Champion receives a $200 cash prize and an all expense paid
trip to Washington, D.C.; $500 for their school to purchase literary
materials; and an opportunity to compete at the National Finals for college

scholarship funds.
