1) Welcome and Introductions
a) Ms. Mirro called the meeting to order 10:06 a.m.

3) Legislative Advocacy Update
a) Pending IAC Legislation
i) Mr. Ricci gave a presentation outlining the budget increase proposed in the current legislative session.  
b) Legislative Advocacy Update
i) Mr. Van Zant reported that the IAC staff has designed banners that are displayed in the State House Atrium at this time.  
ii) Mr. Ricci added that the Governor is working on a proclamation for Arts Advocacy Day in the State House, which is March 22.
c) Other Legislation
i) Mr. Ricci reported that there is a joint resolution in the legislature which would make Traditional Arts Indiana the official traditional arts organization of the State.  
ii) Mr. Loftus then presented a brief overview of what we can expect with the proposed budget bill, and answered questions from the Committee.  
4) Arts Advocacy Update
a) State House Arts Advocacy Day
i) Ms. Ribble reported that the Indiana Coalition for the Arts (INCA) is hosting their annual Arts Advocacy Day on March 22 in the State House Rotunda.  
ii) The Indiana Music Educators Association will present choral music, and IAC staff member Bobbie Garver will receive one of the Community Arts Awards.  
iii) Ms. Ribble also reported that INCA has hired a part-time staff person to focus on events, programs, and membership.  

b) National Advocacy Update
i) Mr. Ricci reported that a group from Indiana, including himself, Commissioner Dick Stifel, and Sally Gaskill, will attend the National Arts Advocacy Day activities in Washington DC this March.  

5) Old Business

a) Committee charge
i) Mr. Van Zant presented the Committee with a revision of their charge.  He asked that committee members review the revisions and be prepared to vote on the new charge at the next meeting.

6) New Business

a) Update on Cultural Trust investment
i) Mr. Van Zant reported that the Cultural Trust has earned $4,329.16 in new revenue as of January 31.  The invested balance is $1,089,250, earning 5.43% average yield.  
b) Potential Cultural Trust funding proposal
i) Mr. Van Zant reported that the Cultural Trust Administrative Board has not yet met to discuss this possibility.
