Proposals must be received by the Indiana Arts Commission by close of business Monday, November 1, 2010.

Proposals will be reviewed initially by IAC staff to insure they meet criteria spelled out below. Finalists will be invited to make formal presentations to the IAC’s Advocacy and Awareness Committee on Thursday, November 18, 2010. 

The committee will make recommendations to the full Commission for final action at its December 10, 2010 Quarterly meeting. 

Final approval rests with the Office of the Governor.
A final project report will be due on or before November 30, 2011.
