artistic merit as evidenced by the submitted materability of the artwork to withstand the envinoent with minimum
maintenance; and demonstrated ability to work gibernmental agencies in the creation of an ajegrolnterviews may be
conducted over speakerphone or in person.

Selection action

concepts and project scope and budget, therehyiatjdhe artist creative license within the estti@id project plan. In
addition, the Committee, working with the DivisiohState Parks and Reservoirs of the DepartmeNatfral Resources
(DNR) and the recommended artist/s will recommésedsite within the Lincoln State Park on which pllic art will be
installed. However, the DNR shall have final autiyas to the specific location in the park.

Following selection of an artist by the IALBC, agt and project plan will be negotiated by the &l the artist(s). The
Committee reserves the right to request a maguwettdihg model as a benchmark in the project corgiet

Appeal process and reconsideration policy
The appeal process is designed to review the mettadairness of the decision concerning a grapitcgpion.
Dissatisfaction with the denial of a grant is ndffisient reason for an appeal.

Applicants may request reconsideration of a fundegsion if the applicant can demonstrate:

* Required information submitted by the applicaaswithheld from consideration.

Applicants must send a formal letter (not emaith® IAC executive director stating the reasonsdoonsideration based on
one or both of the two points above, and evidefhtigeogrounds for the appeal. The letter musebeived in the IAC office
within 30 days of notification of the grant awandguestion. An appeals committee, appointed byAbhBC Chairperson,
will review all requests for appeal and make recemadations to the full IALBC at its next businessetimey. All decisions of
the IALBC are final and may not be appealed further

Funds will be transferred to ttantpe’s bank account after
the grant agreement has been approved by all 8tate agencieRlease Notein general, it takes three months from the time
the correctly completed forms (grant agreement, &éddirect deposit) are submitted until the recipreceives the first
payment.

Project Changes
During the grant period, grantee must notify th€ Ié&f any major changes that may affect the fundepgt via the Project

A major change is a budget variance of 10 peraemtase in any line item, or 10 percent overallany changes from your
original proposal regarding personnel, projectslétimneline), or scope of activities, etc. IAC &taill review the changes
before giving written approval. Changes that sigaiitly alter the scope or intention of the projeitnot be approved.
Grantee may be required to return all or a powicime grant money to the IAC if this proceduraas followed.

Final Grant Report
Grantee must submit a completed final grant regoaita copy of the letter that was sent to thel&gisuly 31, 2009. The
final report format will be provided by Bobbie Ganby May 2009.

Second grant payment

The second and final grant payment will be for 8&cpnt of the total award. Funds will be transféto the grantee’s bank
account after the final grant report has been sibhireviewed, and approved by the IALBC and copieaforementioned
legislator thank you letters have been received.

Records retention

Grantee must provide access to any books, reawdaments, and papers pertaining to the grantuigngses of program or
financial review by the IAC or its agents. Adequateords need to be maintained to substantiafinaticial and program
information reported to the IAC for a period offeaver than three years.

Tax responsibility

Each Indiana Arts Commission grant recipient ipoesible for any and all tax obligations under fafjestate, and local laws.
