In order to compete, schools must register 
through the contact listed below. All materials 
and resources will be provided. Competitions 
will first be implemented in fall 2009 at the 
school or classroom level to identify one  
student to represent their school at the regional 
finals. Regional and state final competitions will 
be held in late February 2010 to determine the 
state winner representing Indiana at the  
National Finals in Washington DC, April 25-27. 
 
Each winner at the state level will receive: 
• $200 cash prize 
• All-expense paid trip to Washington D.C. to 

compete for the national championship. 
• $500 school stipend for the purchase of  
      poetry books.
