1) Welcome and Introductions
a) In Mr. Stratten’s absence, Ms. Clark will chair this meeting. Ms. Clark called the meeting to order at 9:08 a.m. On behalf of Vincennes University, Mr. Helton welcomed the Commission to the Red Skelton Center for Performing Arts.
2) Approval of the Consent Agenda

a) Meeting Agenda

b) December 8, 2006 meeting minutes

c) Mr. Hopper moved and Ms. Mirro seconded to approve the consent agenda. Motion passed.

3) Reports

a) Chair’s Report
i) Mr. Ricci reported that the Governor has approved Karen Ellerbrook of Evansville to begin service on the Commission. Ms. Clark distributed handouts detailing the terms current Commissioners and the current list of who services on which Committee. Ricci announced that a committee is being formed to nominate officers and assign committee membership for fiscal year 2008. Ms. Clark distributed a handout listing all meeting dates for calendar year 2007.

b) Executive Committee Report

i) Mr. Ricci reported that an expanded Executive Committee is making recommendations to the Governor’s office to fill the vacancies on the Commission for the upcoming year. Two seats are currently vacant, and three more will become vacant after June quarterly meeting.

c) Executive Director’s Report
i) Mr. Ricci gave a presentation outlining the progress of the budget increase proposal currently in the legislature. Mr. Ricci thanked all who have aided in the advocacy effort. If the bill passes with this proposal in tact, the IAC will see a significant increase in grantable funds.

d) Committee on the Future Report

i) Mr. Hopper discussed the Strategic Plan implementation planning discussed by the Committee on the Future and members of the original Strategic Planning Task force. The Committee is charged with identifying priorities, a timeline, and responsibility centers. Rab Mukerjea of Purdue has volunteered his time to help in the implementation process.

e) Program Evaluation Committee Report

i) Ms. Marks presented the American Masterpiece grant awards recommended by the Committee. The Commission will need to approve these recommendations for the grant decision to be final.

f) Advocacy and Awareness Committee Report

i) Ms. Mirro reported more detail in the budget bill and discussed information provided by lobbyist Joe Loftus at the last meeting. She reported that the Indiana Coalition for the Arts will host Arts Advocacy Day in the Statehouse on March 22. IAC staff member Bobbie Garver will receive an award for her service to the arts administration in Indiana. Ms. Mirro added that Ms. Frey will serve as chair for the Governor’s Arts Awards Planning Committee, which will begin meeting soon.

g) Cultural Trust Administrative Board Report

i) Mr. Tuchman reported that the Cultural Trust balance as of January 31 is $1,093,579.16, invested at an average annual yield of 5.43%. The Board did not meet this quarter.
h) Update on Regional Arts Partners

i) Mr. Kuehl reported that the Regional Partners are completing their biennial plans. Their application will be completed electronically, through the online grants system. An advisory council has been formed to restructure IndianaArts.org which will be modified to serve primarily as a marketing tool. Mr. Kuehl also thanked the IAC staff for involving the partners in making the NEA initiative Poetry Out Loud a statewide program.

a) Vincennes artist Susan McCord presented her glasswork pieces.

b) On behalf of Traditional Arts Indiana, artist Randy Katz presented his traditional craft, hood net making, which he learned from master hoop net maker Jim Cooper.

6) New Business

a) Launch of the INGA System

i) Mr. Chauhan announced that the Indiana Grants Administration system, providing online grant functionality, has gone live. Grant panels for this cycle will be completed using the electronic system. He distributed instruction materials for those Commissioners facilitating a panel meeting.

a) Ms. Marks moved and Ms. Mirro seconded to adjourn the meeting. Motion passed. Meeting adjourned at 12:19 p.m.
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
