Item 3

Arts Advocacy Update
Ms. Gaskill and Mr. Steffy addressed the committee concerning current advocacy efforts by the Indiana Advocates for the Arts. Mr. Steffy reported the annual Legislative Breakfast and follow-up visits with legislators garnered favorable responses. Ms. Gaskill said there were three key points the Advocates focused on at this year’s event; how the arts impact jobs, children, and quality of life. Ms. Gaskill said the data is there to strongly back the economic impact the arts have on jobs in Indiana.

Ms. Gaskill said the challenge for them now is getting more people involved. She stated that every arts organization should have advocacy as part of their organization’s board activity. She also pointed out the Advocates would like to see more IAC Commissioners involved as members of their organization. Mr. Tuchman noted the comment and agreed this is an area where Commissioners should be more actively involved. 

Item 4

Marketing and Media Relations
Mr. Van Zant gave the committee an update on development of a communications plan calendar that details scheduling of press releases, e-publications, and public awareness activities the IAC will be undertaking during FY2006.
Mr. Van Zant provided the committee with an update on development of new logo images and collateral materials being developed by graphic designers with IDEM. 

Mr. Van Zant reported on recent media relations activities, interviews arranged for the executive director, and press coverage of IAC generated materials. 

Item 5

Electronic Communications update
In the absence of Ms. Allen, Mr. Van Zant provided a brief overview of current website development. Most of the website content and new features are complete with some minor refinements taking place by Ms. Allen and Access Indiana. Ms. Allen is also working to incorporate more consistency in appearance throughout all sections of the website.

Ms. Allen is working with Access Indiana to improve the animation on the homepage to provide changing images in the homepage banner as well as with the featured artists.

Governor’s Arts Awards update
Mr. Van Zant provided the committee with a progress report on the award creation. Artist Jack Brubaker has supplied the IAC with photos of the award pieces and expects to have the first award completed before the July deadline. The first award will be delivered to the IAC for use with promotional materials such as the poster and event invitations.
Ms. Mirro reported that the committee agreed to select Murcie Poplar Lavender as the fifth award recipient, and that Gov. Daniels approved the list of recipients and alternates as submitted from the committee.

Ms. Ilgen reported that a recent tour of the Eiteljorg Museum’s Clowes Sculpture Court was very informative. A significant cost reduction in the event budget will be realized thanks to the facility having its own in-house audio-visual system.

Mr. Van Zant provided the committee with an update on the upcoming meeting of the Cultural Trust Fund Administrative Board. He noted the committee would be considering the Public Awareness Committee recommendation that any modifications to the existing Cultural Trust Fund legislation should completely eliminate any threshold funding amount. 

Ms. Ilgen reminded the committee that the Cultural Trust Fund Administrative Board is not a subcommittee of the Commission, but rather created by legislation and therefore may take the PAC recommendation under advisement but is not obligated to accept and act on that recommendation.
