Item 1
Welcome and Introductions


Mr. Pas called the meeting to order at 9:40 a.m.
Item 2
Consent Agenda
A. Meeting agenda

B. May 9, 2005 Minutes
Mr. DePrez moved and Ms. Frey seconded to approve the consent agenda, with minutes as corrected.  Mr. Tuchman moved to amend the minutes.  Motion passed, minutes approved as corrected.
Item 3
Committee Structure
a. Mr. Pas asked committee members to give a brief history of their background in the arts and arts advocacy.  The committee discussed the possibility of adding legislators or members of the Indiana Advocates for the Arts to the committee.
b. Ms. Ilgen outlined major changes in the revised committee charge.  These changes include quorum being met when a simple majority of the full committee is present, and all committee members are voting members.  Mr. Tuchman moves and Ms. Frey seconds to table the revised committee charge until strategic planning and further committee appointments have been completed.  Motion passed unanimously.
Item 4
Advocacy Update
Mr. DePrez gave an update on the Indiana Advocates for the Arts, who are meeting Monday November 7 to outline their upcoming legislative agenda.  They have also decided on February 13, 2006 as the next Arts Advocacy Day in Indianapolis.

Item 5 
Cultural Trust Update
a. Mr. Van Zant reported on Cultural Trust License Plate sales, which are up 834 plates from this time last year.  The Cultural Trust Fund balance as of October 20 is $771,868.74

b. Mr. Van Zant reported on the investment of the funds in the Cultural Trust.  $700,000 has been invested in a six-month CD at 4.83%, which will mature in February.  An additional $71,000 will be invested shortly by the State Treasurer’s Office.

c. Mr. Van Zant reported on marketing efforts at BMV branches, which now allow point-of-purchase marketing.  The IAC is proactively distributing rack cards and key chains to BMV branches to advertise the plate.

d. Mr. Van Zant and Ms. Ilgen reported on their meeting with Kari Evans, the Governor’s Legislative Liaison and the agency liaison to the IAC.  The Governor’s Office has given the green light for the Cultural Trust Administrative Board to pursue their legislation, which they hope to introduce in the upcoming session.  Mr. Tuchman moved and Ms. Schenk seconded that the committee should support the efforts of the Cultural Trust Administrative Board in passing this legislation.  Motion passed unanimously.
Item 6
Governor’s Arts Awards Review
The committee expressed its approval of the recent Governor’s Arts Awards.  Suggestions were made that future GAA events be better attended by Indiana legislators and press.  Mr. Tuchman moved and Mr. DePrez seconded that GAA Chairs Sandi Clark and Jeanne Mirro be formally commended for their work.  Motion passed unanimously.
Item 7 
Marketing and Communications
a. Ms. Allen updated the committee on the IAC website.  She was able to make online ticket purchasing available for the GAA.  The site has seen increasing interest in the Jobs & Opportunities area. 

b. Ms. Ilgen updated the committee on the Manage Your Grant section of the website, which is updated annually with information used by grantees after they have been awarded their grant.  In regards to online grantsmaking, staff member Holly Hospel will shortly begin the state’s pre-Request For Quotes process.

c. Mr. Van Zant updated the committee on the new IAC logo, which grant recipients are beginning to use.  The IAC website contains an online archive of these logos so they are very accessible to grantees. 
Item 8 
40th Anniversary
Ms. Ilgen reported that many nonprofits, with no budget or staff for a big event, incorporate their milestones into their communications.  The IAC will soon be adding history features to the website, and history features are also incorporated into the Annual Report.  Ms. Schenk suggests that the IAC produce a rack card that would highlight the last 40 years of IAC accomplishments.
