Item 1
Welcome and Introductions


Ms. Mirro called the meeting to order at 10:35 a.m.
Item 2
Consent Agenda
A. Meeting agenda

B. October 27, 2005 Minutes
Mr. DePrez moved and Mr. Jackman seconded to approve the consent agenda. Motion passed.

Item 3
Cultural Trust Update
a. Mr. Van Zant reported that, as of the end of April, a total 30,722 plates have been sold since its initial release.  The estimated income from these sales is $768,050. 
b. Mr. Van Zant reported that, as of the end of April, the total balance of the Cultural Trust was $894,337.38, with $890,000 invested in Certificates of Deposits.  This amount is earning interest at rates between 4.79% and 5.26%.  He believes the Cultural Trust will reach $1 million by the end of 2006.

c. Mr. Van Zant reported that the new legislation regarding the Cultural Trust allows all interest to be spent once the $1 million threshold has been met.  This legislation will become effective July 1, 2006.  The Cultural Trust Administrative Board will soon begin working to alter the legislation again, so that all funds over the $1 million threshold may be spent, not just the interest. 

Item 4
Advocacy Update
a. Ms. Ribble presented the Committee with a handout outlining the new partnership between the Indiana Coalition for the Arts (formerly the Indiana Arts Advocates) and the Indiana Coalition for the Arts Foundation (formerly the Indiana Arts Alliance).  The two organizations will share functions of fund raising, resource allocation and communication, while each maintaining their separate functions of advocacy or education.  
b. Ms. Ilgen reported that the IAC plans to meet with INCA to discuss their partnership and create a dialog of common messages.  The meeting is tentatively scheduled for either July 17 or 18. 
c. Ms. Ilgen reported on the strategic plan, the goals and strategies within it, and the increased role of advocacy in the agency’s operations during the next five years. Mr. Stratten commented that the work of the Commission, and especially that of this committee, will move from a passive to an active role in planning and implementing advocacy efforts of the IAC.
d. Mr. Van Zant presented the Committee with the NASAA Legislative Conference Report, which was created from a live on-line teleconference called Learning From Legislators.  
Item 5
Committee Structure
a. Ms. Ilgen reported the appointment of Ms. Mirro as the new Chair of the Committee, replacing Commissioner Leonard Pas.  Ms. Ilgen also reported that a new appointment has been made to the Commission. 

b. Ms. Ilgen presented a proposed revised Committee charge.  The Committee decided not to accept the revised charge at this meeting, but to make possible additional changes before it is accepted.

Item 6
Marketing and Communication
a. Ms. Allen presented to the Committee a few developments in e-communications. She is going to include more artist and grant recipient highlights in ArtsEye.  She is developing a Poet Laureate website, which will be linked from the IAC website.  She has also added the capability of readers to post opportunities on the IAC website.  

b. Mr. Chauhan reported that the online grants contract has been awarded to WESTAF, the Western State Art Federation, and their product CultureGrants Online.  The contract is currently in negotiations.

c. Mr. Van Zant reported that the nomination process for the 2007 Governor’s Arts Awards will begin in the late summer or early fall of this year.  He is in the process of developing a new print and online form for nominations.
