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INDIANA STATE EXCISE POLICE VERIZON WIRELESS MUSIC CENTER ENFORCEMENT OPERATIONS SUMMARY

With the 2009 summer concert season coming to a close, the Indiana State Excise Police announces the results of their enforcement operations at the Verizon Wireless Music Center located in Noblesville, Indiana. The agency conducted enforcement operations in and around the venue during 22 concerts resulting in 768 citations issued. 

During this time frame there were 22 citations issued for various types of false documents or information.  There were 395 citations issued for minor possession, consumption or transportation of alcoholic beverages.  In addition, there were 47 citations for providing alcoholic beverages to minors.  There were 78 citations issued for underage tobacco use.  Further, there were 200 citations issued for drug related charges ranging from simple possession of paraphernalia to dealing and possession of other controlled substances including marijuana, methamphetamine, and cocaine.  There were 5 persons arrested on the venue for warrant related issues.  Other citations at the venue include sale of alcoholic beverages without a permit, possession of untaxed alcoholic beverages, hindering enforcement of the alcoholic beverage act, fleeing and resisting arrest, and public nudity.

Enforcement operations were funded in part by a federal grant known as Operation SUDS (Stop Underage Drinking and Sales) managed by the Indiana Criminal Justice Institute.     
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
