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Veterinary Advisory: Interstate Cervid Movement

Indiana’s current animal health regulations allow the Stat-Pak and DPP serological tests for bovine TB to be used for official program tests for tuberculosis in cervids.  However, not all states will be able to recognize these tests as official without a state rule change.
In the next few months, USDA plans to make a list available on their website regarding which states recognize the serum tests as official.  Please advise your clients to check with states they may be interested in selling or moving deer into before deciding if they want to use the serum test or the skin test for TB testing.  Producers and veterinarians must note, if the serum test was used for re-accreditation of TB status, an importing state may not recognize the serum test as official.  
If testing for interstate movement, verify that the receiving state will also accept the negative serological test results for entry.
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
