Master of Science in Security Informatics To Be Offered by Indiana University Bloomington at Bloomington
Staff Recommendation
That the Commission for Higher Education approve the Master of Science (M.S.) in Security Informatics to be offered by Indiana University Bloomington at Bloomington, in accordance with the background discussion in this agenda item and the Abstract, February 27, 2009; and


That the Commission recommend no new state funds, in accordance with the supporting document, New Academic Degree Program Proposal Summary, February 27, 2009
Background
In November 1999, the Commission for Higher Education approved M.S. degrees in Bioinformatics, Chemical Informatics, and Human Computer Interaction for both the IUPUI and Bloomington campuses.  An M.S. in Health Informatics was also approved for the Indianapolis campus.  In March 2005, the Commission also authorized a Ph.D. in Informatics for IU Bloomington, which is available on both the Bloomington and IUPUI campuses.  Between November 1999 and March 2005, the B.S. in Informatics was authorized by the Commission for all IU campuses.  Enrollments in these programs, including those at the master’s level, have generally been good, running high to moderate, with exception of the M.S. in Chemical Informatics, which only enrolled five students in FY2008.

Faculty in the School of Informatics are currently in the process of developing a proposal for a general M.S. in Informatics, with concentration areas.  This approach will give students a general knowledge base in the field and allow for deeper exploration in various areas of concentration.  As specific concentration areas gain increasing enrollments and achieve greater visibility, it is possible that these concentrations could be proposed to be spun off as separate degree programs.  Once the Commission has authorized the new M.S. in Informatics, with a concentration in Chemical Informatics, the University will be in a position to eliminate the M.S. in Chemical Informatics as a standalone degree.


Security Informatics is regarded as one of the fastest growing areas in the field of information technology and these trends are expected to continue.  Indiana University has exceptional resources that can contribute to the success of the proposed program, including: the Information Sharing Analysis Center, which was established at IU through an agreement with the National Infrastructure Protection Center; the Network Operations Center for the Abilene backbone of Internet 2; and the Center for Applied Cybersecurity Research.
