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Commission Sets Goals for the Future of Indiana Higher Education
Indicators to Help Improve Accountability Approved
To provide public accountability and greater focus on the goals set forth in Reaching Higher: Strategic Directions and Strategic Initiatives for Higher Education in Indiana, the Indiana Commission for Higher Education adopted twelve core progress indicators.  Known as “Indiana’s State-level Higher Education Dashboard,” the annual report of key indicators will provide accurate and consistent information on statewide progress.  

With the overarching benchmark of producing the equivalent of 10,000 additional Hoosier bachelor’s degrees each year through 2025, the Commission set additional goals to be reached by 2015.
· Rank in the top ten states in each point of the education pipeline (high school completion, college entry, college persistence, on-time college completion and college completion) by 2015.

· Rank in the top ten states for on-time and 6-year total and minority graduation rates at public 4-year institutions, and 3-year graduation rates at community colleges, by 2015.

· Rank in the top ten states for adult college enrollment by 2015.
· Increase the number of degrees and certificates earned and students transferred at Ivy Tech Community College of Indiana and Vincennes University by 50% by 2015.

· Reduce the level of remediation provided to not more than 10% of students at Indiana’s 4-year regional campuses, IUPUI, University of Southern Indiana and Indiana State University by 2015.

· Increase college preparation with at least 50% of Indiana’s high school graduates earning a Core 40 with Honors diploma by 2015.

· Rank as the most affordable public institutions among peer states by 2015.

· Improve 21st Century Scholars success rates at key transition points by 2015.

· Rank in the top ten states for low-income student college participation by 2015.

· Rank as the most productive among the Making Opportunity Affordable grant states by 2015.

· Based on the work at Indiana’s Major Research Universities, rank in the top half of Midwestern states in Academic Research and Development expenditures by 2015.

“We believe it is extremely important for Indiana to have a systematic way to measure, report and monitor the results of higher education investments,” said Jon Costas, mayor of Valparaiso and Commission chair. “The Dashboard will provide focus, accountability and transparency in our efforts.”

“Higher education accountability and a keen focus on priorities will be even more important as we continue our collective efforts to ensure Indiana has a world-class higher education system in these challenging economic times,” added Stan Jones, Commissioner for Higher Education.

The Dashboard is organized around key policy areas outlined in Reaching Higher--College Completion, College Preparation, Affordability, Community College and Major Research Universities--and provides state, national and international comparison where possible.
