Mission Statement: The mission of the Clark County Youth Coalition is to reduce substance abuse and addictive behaviors through prevention/education, treatment/intervention, and law enforcement/justice initiatives in Clark County.

History: The Clark County Substance Abuse Task Force was established in May 1987.  This group was initially formed in response to concerns related to alcohol and other drug abuse by young adults in Clark County.  By the fall of 1988, the vision of the Task Force began to broaden as agencies and organizations became more involved.  These dedicated professionals and concerned citizens began organizing efforts around numerous family and youth related issues.  In 1989, the group was renamed as the Clark County Youth Coalition.  
The CCYC employees a full time Executive Director.  She is a certified prevention professional.  Her responsibilities include handing the day to day operation of the coalition, which is a 501c3, non-profit organization as well as providing technical assistance and completing site visits to grantees.
Over the last 22 years, the LCC has provided community education as well as participated in prevention/education, treatment/intervention and law enforcement/justice initiatives, in collabration with numerous community agencies and/or organizations.   Through the grant process from the drug free community fund collections, agencies can receive funding to help implement programs that address substance abuse. 

General County Information:  Clark County’s population of approximately 103,569 consists of 90.3% white, 7.1% black and 2.7% Hispanic (US Census 2006).  In recent years, there has been a steady increase in the Hispanic population.  According to Kids Count in Indiana 2006, there is approximately 24,373 children age 0 to 17 in Clark County.  Median household income for Clark County is $42,904., which is slightly below the state median household income $43,217.  
Summary of the Comprehensive Community Plan:  
Planning for the 2008, Comprehensive Community Plan included a Community Forum Luncheon that involved training on the SPF process as well as the development of the problem statements, and brainstorming a list of possible objectives.  A sub-committee was formed that finalized the objectives and assisted in gathering supportive data.  Invitations were sent to numerous social service professionals, community leaders, law enforcement and justice personnel, local elected officials, school corporation personnel, healthcare professionals, and individuals with interest in alcohol, tobacco and other drug issues.  A public notice was also placed in the local newspaper.  
The LCC identified 3 significant problems to be addressed within the Comprehensive Community Plan: 

(1) Youth use and adults abuse alcohol in Clark County
(2) Youth and adults use marijuana in Clark County
(3) Youth and adults misuse and abuse prescription drugs in Clark County    

Following approval by the State Commission, the LCC will work with community organizations to plan and implement programs, which address the problem statements and objectives identified in the plan.  The objectives outlined in the following plan are feasible and important in addressing alcohol and other drug use and abuse related issues within this community.  
The new plan will be the framework to structure how the county DFCF will be allocated to community organizations.  
The new plan reflects efforts to be undertaken by both the LCC and the community at large.

The LCC approved $224,000 for funding this year with 25% of that amount allocated per category, which is $56,000.  The LCC was able to award the full amount allocated per category with the exception of Prevention/Education and Treatment/Intervention.
