
THE MARTIN COUNTY COUNCIL 

SPECIAL MEETING

October 6, 2014
MINUTES

The Martin County Council convened in special session Monday, October 6, 2014, in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Councilmen present were C. Richard Summers, Randy Wininger, Floyd L. Hawkins, Warren D. Albright, J. Keith Gibson and Councilwomen Barbara McFeaters and M. Lynn Gee. Also attending were Auditor January Roush, Laura Albertson, Solid Waste Management Director; Jonathan Stevens, Extension Educator; Buck Stiles and Jill Albright, Loogootee Tribune.  

President Summers called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 6:00pm.
The minutes from the special meetings held September 8, 2014 and the Budget Hearings held September 8, 2014 and September 9, 2014 were approved as submitted with the motion made by Councilwoman Gee and seconded by Councilman Wininger. Councilman Hawkins opposed due to disagreeing with part of the minutes but did not elaborate.  The motion passed 6-1.    

Councilman Hawkins recommended tabling the Commissioners request of $6,000 for Attorney Fees.  The Attorney Fees are associated with the lawsuit filed by the Estate of Waylon Abel.  Due to the County’s non-involvement in the lawsuit the Council agreed to table the request and send the invoice to the Daviess-Martin Joint County Park & Recreation Department.  

Councilman Albright made a motion to approve the following Additional Appropriations from the COIT County Distributive Share: Circuit Court, Personal Services, Public Defender-$30,000 and Transcripts & Depositions-$5,000.  Councilwoman McFeaters made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilman Wininger made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriation from the Riverboat Revenue Sharing, Personal Services, Public Defender-$15,000.  Councilman Gibson made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilwoman Gee made a motion to approve the following Additional Appropriations from General Fund:  Council, Other Services & Charges, Mileage-$300 and Conference & Training-$180 and Circuit Court, Personal Services, Public Defender-$15,000. President Summers made the second.  Councilman Hawkins abstained due to the Council’s Additional Appropriations being for his AIC educational classes.    The motion passed 6-1.  
Councilman Albright made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriation from the Rainy Day Fund, Personal Services, Public Defender-$15,000.  Councilwoman McFeaters made the second.   All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilman Hawkins made a motion to approve a transfer from COIT County Distributive Share, Extension, Personal Services, Extra Help-$23.67, Office Secretary-$300 and Supplies, Repair & Maintenance-$48.36 to COIT County Distributive Share, Extension, Other Services & Charges, Travel-$372.03.  Councilman Gibson made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
The Council agreed to let the Commissioners make the Appointment to the Prevailing Wage Committee for the Pool Project.  

The Adoptions of the 2015 budgets began with the Solid Waste.  Director Laura Albertson was present for any questions.  Ordinance 2014-22, Ordinance for Appropriations for Tax Rate, was read twice by President Summers.  The adopted budgeted for Solid Waste was $534,752.  The adopted tax rate was zero because of the user fee now being collected.  The Solid Waste is funded solely on user fee collected by tax payers and income received by recycling.  Councilwoman Gee made a motion to approve Ordinance 2014-22 to adopt the 2015 budget for the Martin County Solid Waste Management District.  Councilman Albright made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

President Summers read Ordinance 2014-23, Ordinance for Appropriations and Tax Rate for the County budgets twice.  The total budget adopted was $4,425,726, total adopted tax levy was $1,835,341 and the adopted tax rate was 0.6055.  There were no taxpayers in opposition.  Councilman Albright made a motion to approve Ordinance 2014-23 to adopt the 2015 budget for Martin County.  Auditor Roush advised the Council that the County rate did increase from 2014.  Councilwoman Gee made the second.  Councilwoman McFeaters opposed due to the increase in tax rate.  The motion passed 6-1.  

The November 3, 2014 Council meeting was rescheduled for Monday, November 10, 2014 due to the Martin County Community Foundation Annual Meeting.  

Jonathan Stevens, Extension Educator, discussed with the Council his need for an Additional Appropriation for travel expenses.  With the increase in mileage and all the meetings he has to attend his budget is short this year. He will turn in the appropriate paperwork into the Auditor’s Office for approval at the November meeting.  He updated the Council on a new state wide data base for 4-H enrollment, which is November 1, 2014-January 15, 2015.  He invited everyone to the annual 4-H Turkey Dinner to be held Sunday, November 2nd at the Community Building from 11-1:30pm.   
With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:30pm with a motion made by Councilman Gibson and seconded by Councilman Albright.   All were in favor and the motion passed.  
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
