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THE MARTIN COUNTY COUNCIL 

SPECIAL MEETING
November 13, 2018
MINUTES
The Martin County Council convened in special session Tuesday, November 13, 2018, in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Councilmen present were C. Richard Summers, Randy L. Wininger, James A. Stiles, J. Keith Gibson and Councilwomen Barbara McFeaters and M. Lynn Gee.  Councilman Warren D. Albright was unable to attend.   Also attending were Auditor Bobbie Abel, Treasurer Lori Carrico, Recorder Rhonda Sanders, Attorney Aureola Wright, Mary Smith, Sheri Bowling, Courtney Hughett, Martin County Journal, Sheriff Travis Roush, Eva George, Commissioner Paul George, Terri Alcorn, Highway Clerk and Prosecutor Mike Steiner.
President Summers called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 6:02pm.
The minutes from the special meeting held October 1, 2018 were approved as submitted with a motion made by Councilwoman Gee and seconded by Councilwoman McFeaters. All were in favor and the motion passed.   The minutes from the special meeting continuance on October 10, 2018 with a motion made by Councilman Wininger and seconded by Councilman Stiles. All were in favor and the motion passed.  

A motion was made by Councilman Stiles to approve additional appropriations requested by Circuit Court, Transcripts/Depositions for $1,200.00, seconded by Councilwoman McFeaters. All were in favor and the motion passed.
A motion was made by Councilwoman Gee to approve additional appropriations as submitted by the County Commissioners, General, for H.S.A. / Opt Outs for $6,500.00. Councilman Gibson seconded the motion, all in favor, motion passed.  A  motion was made by Councilman Wininger to approve additional appropriations as submitted by County Commissioners, General, Juveniles in Institutions for $3,000.00, seconded by Councilman Stiles, all in favor and the motion passed.  A motion was made by Councilwoman Gee to approve additional appropriations as submitted by County Commissioners, General, Legal & Tax Sale for $4,000.00, seconded by Councilman Gibson, all were in favor and the motion passed.

A motion was made by Councilwoman McFeaters to approve additional appropriations requested by  Recorder Sanders , General, Telephone for $150.00 and seconded by Councilwoman Gee. All were in favor and motion passed.  A brief discussion followed in regards to combining the telephone service into one statement versus the individualized billing.
A motion was made by Councilwoman Gee to approve additional appropriations as submitted by Prosecutor Steiner, County User, Prosecutor Expenditures for $10,000.00, seconded by President Summers, all were in favor and the motion passed. Prosecutor Steiner advised that he will be requesting another additional appropriation but will be unable to attend the next meeting.  He also advised the Council about the need of a new server at the Prosecutor’s Office the current one being out of date.  Attorney Wright asked for some extra time to evaluate the need and thanked Prosecutor Steiner for including her in the decision.  Prosecutor Steiner thanked the Council for the years they have worked together.
A motion was made by Councilwoman McFeaters to approve additional appropriations as submitted for CEDIT, County Share, Health Insurance for $8,000.00, seconded by Councilman Stiles. All were in favor and the motion passed.

A motion was made to approve the transfer of fund as requested by Coroner Franklin from Office Supplies $200.00 to Deputy Coroner Salary by Councilman Wininger, seconded by Councilman Gibson. All were in favor and the motion passed.
A motion was made to approve the transfer of funds as requested by Treasurer Carrico from printing $1750.00 to Part Time Clerical by Councilwoman Gee, seconded by Councilwoman McFeaters. All were in favor and the motion passed.

A motion was made to approve the transfer of funds as requested by Commissioner George and Terri Alcorn, Highway Clerk, for Highway Undistributed, Gas $1,500.00 to Mechanic by Councilman Stiles, seconded by Councilman Gibson, all were in favor and the motion passed. A motion was made by Councilman Stiles to approve the transfer of funds from Gas $3,695.00 to Health Savings Account, seconded by Councilman Gibson. All were in favor and the motion passed. Commissioner George submitted a request to transfer funds from Highway, Other Service & Charges $28,000.00 to Equipment Payment for the  purchase of a new truck. A motion to approve was made by Councilman Gibson, seconded by Councilman Stiles. All were in favor and the motion passed. Highway Superintendent Leo Padgett was unable to attend the meeting.
Sheriff Roush presented his requests for transfers. A motion  to approve the transfer from General, IDACS, $800.00 to New Equipment was made by Councilwoman McFeaters, seconded by Councilman Gibson, all were in favor and the motion passed.  A motion was made by Councilwoman Gee to approve the transfer from 911, Health Savings Account $12,000.00 to Computer Upgrades, seconded by Councilman Wininger. All were in favor and the motion passed.  A motion to approve the transfer from Misdemeanant, Part Time Maintenance $1,750.00 to Program Supplies was made by Councilman Stiles, seconded by Councilwoman McFeaters.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  A motion to approve the transfer of funds from Jail, Official Records & Police Supplies $30.00 to Uniforms was made by Councilwoman Gee, seconded by Councilman Gibson. All were in favor and the motion passed.  A motion was made to approve the transfer of funds from Jail, IDACS, $60.00 to License & Transfer by Councilman Wininger, seconded by Councilwoman Gee. All were in favor and motion passed.
President Summers advised the board members that Community Corrections submitted their annual report to the advisory board.  President Summers had signed the report with no changes being needed.

Martin County Tourism submitted their report to the Council.

Commissioner George requested that the Council attend an Executive Session tentatively set for December 3, 2018 at 5:15 pm.  They agreed contingent on the approval of County Attorney Lett.

Sheriff Roush advised the Council that he will be submitting additional appropriations for the December meeting but will not be unable to attend.  A brief discussion transpired regarding the Courthouse Security and Computer upgrades which were installed.
Auditor Abel submitted the 2019 meeting dates for review.

The Courthouse will be closed Thursday, November 22, 2018 and Friday, November 23, 2018 for Thanksgiving.  Open Enrollment for Insurance will be December  4, 5, 6, 2018.
With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:58 pm with a motion made by Councilman Gibson and seconded by Councilwoman Stiles.  All were in favor and the motion passed.   The next Regular Session Council meeting will be held Monday, December 3, 2018 at 6:00 pm.
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
