THE MARTIN COUNTY COUNCIL 

SPECIAL MEETING

February 6, 2017
MINUTES

The Martin County Council convened in special session Monday, February 6, 2017, in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Councilmen present were C. Richard Summers, Randy L. Wininger and J. Keith Gibson and Councilwomen Barbara McFeater and M. Lynn Gee. Councilmen Warren D. Albright and James A. Stiles were unable to attend.  Also attending were Auditor January Roush, Judge Lynne E. Ellis, Clerk Gerald Montgomery, Roger Downey, Carolyn Parson-Downey, Chamber of Commerce; Tim Kinder, Martin County Alliance;  Josh and Courtney Hughett, Martin County Journal and Humane Society and Jill Wadsworth, Loogootee Tribune.  
President Summers called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 6:08pm.  Due to the length of the Executive Session held prior, the Council meeting was called to order later than scheduled.  
The minutes from the special meeting held January 9, 2017 were approved as submitted with a motion made by Councilman Wininger and seconded by Councilman Gibson.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
Judge Lynne E. Ellis submitted an Additional Appropriation request from the Alcohol & Drug Program for the Director.  The Director receives 75% of the user fees.  The Alcohol & Drug Program fund is funded by user fees only.  Councilman Wininger made a motion to approve the Additional Appropriation from the Alcohol & Drug Program, Personal Services, Director-$15,000.  Councilwoman McFeaters made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilwoman Gee made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriation from Misdemeanant, Capital Outlay, Storage Building-$7,630.  Councilman Gibson made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  The storage building is for Community Corrections Road Crew supplies. 

Councilwoman Gee made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriation from the General Fund, Jail, Personal Services, Corrections Officer-$24,675.  Councilwoman McFeaters made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

A brief discussion on the Animal Control Officer followed.  

Councilwoman Gee made a motion to approve the 2017 Amended Salary & Wage Ordinance 2017-04.  The amendment is increasing the Prosecutor Secretary salary to $23,976, Alcohol & Drug Program Director to $15,000 and for an additional Corrections Officer at the Jail-$24,675.  Councilman Wininger made the second. All were in favor and the motion passed.  
Courtney Hughett, Martin County Journal questioned the Prosecutor Secretary increase.  Councilman Wininger clarified the increase.  

Judge Ellis updated the Council on the recent breakdown of her recording equipment for the Courtroom.  
Tim Kinder, Martin County Alliance, informed the Council of the Annual Economic Development Training being hosted by Radius.  The training will be held at the French Lick Resort and Conference Center beginning Tuesday, March 28th and conclude on Thursday, March 30th.  If anyone is interested in attending there are scholarships available since the cost to attend is $400 for residents in the Radius region.   

President Summers informed the Council of the possibility of assisting in the funding of new lighting at the Shoals Ballpark.  

Auditor Roush updated the Council on the Community Crossings Grant the Highway received for bridge repairs.  

Martin County was the 1st of 92 counties to receive a Budget Order.

Auditor Roush also updated the Council on new emergency lighting being placed in the needed areas of the Courthouse.  Helix Technologies and Lindsey Construction will be working together to make the front doors of the Courthouse ADA compliant.  Funding for the project will come from Cumulative Capital Development.  

Auditor Roush submitted the Tourism Report on behalf of Jim Stoughton.  

With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:28 pm with a motion made by Councilman McFeaters and seconded by Councilman Gibson.  All were in favor and the motion passed.   The next Council meeting will be held Monday, March 6, 2017.    
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
