THE MARTIN COUNTY COUNCIL 

SPECIAL MEETING

March 7, 2016
MINUTES

The Martin County Council convened in special session Monday, March 7, 2016, in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Councilmen present were Randy L. Wininger, Warren D. Albright, James A. Stiles, Floyd L. Hawkins and Councilwomen Barbara McFeaters and M. Lynn Gee. President C. Richard Summers was unable to attend.  Also attending were Auditor January Roush, Sheriff Travis Roush, Deputy Tyler Reed, Kathy Collins, Community Corrections Director; Marie Hawkins and Jim Stoughton, Martin County Tourism Council and Jill Albright, Loogootee Tribune.  

Vice-President Wininger called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 6:00pm.
President Summers was unable to attend due to health issues.  

The minutes from the special meeting held February 1, 2016 were approved as submitted with the motion made by Councilwoman Gee and seconded by Councilwoman McFeaters.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
Marie Hawkins and Jim Stoughton, Martin County Tourism Council, came before the Council to discuss the Bicentennial events to be held in Martin County.  Hawkins is the Bicentennial Coordinator for Martin County.  The Committee will be placing a time capsule at the Courthouse with items from 2016 enclosed.  The State of Indiana is requesting that each county purchase a fiber glass bison that is $2,000 and have it painted to reflect the county.  The torch relay will be Tuesday, September 13th from 6pm-8pm.  Martin County will pick up the torch in the Burns City area and finish up at the Courthouse.  There will also be a celebration at the Community Building.  The Committee came before the Council to request a donation to assist with the events.  Councilman Stiles made the motion to approve $2,000 from County EDIT funds be donated to the Bicentennial Committee.  Councilwoman McFeaters made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  The Council will need to approve the additional appropriation in April.  
Jim Stoughton submitted the February tourism report.  

Sheriff Roush introduced Deputy Tyler Reed.  Deputy Reed was hired about a month ago.  Sheriff Roush thanked the Council for all their support.  

Councilman Wininger and Councilman Stiles questioned when Spout Springs Bridge will be repaired.  Auditor Roush explained the Highway transfer was needed for the additional inspections needed on bridges in the county.  Councilman Albright made a motion to approve the following transfer within Cumulative Bridge: from Bridges, Capital Outlay, Bridge Construction-$10,000 to Bridges, Other Services & Charges, Bridge Inspections-$10,000.  Councilman Hawkins made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
Auditor Roush explained the need for an amendment to the Salary & Wage Ordinance.  The amendment is for a new hire at the Prosecutors Office and Highway Department.   Councilman Hawkins made the motion to approve the Salary & Wage Ordinance, Amended March 7, 2016, 2016-02.  Councilwoman Gee made the second.  The motion passed 5-1 with Councilman Stiles opposed.  
Councilman Hawkins explained Dan Steiner, who was appointed to the Alcoholic Beverage Commission last month, had to resign due to his position as a Senior Prosecutor.  Councilman Wininger was assured by the Park Board appointee that he will be able to attend meetings now due his schedule change.  Councilman Hawkins made a motion to table both appointments until the April meeting.  Councilman Stiles made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Auditor Roush informed the Council the Crane Timber funds in the amount of $253,932.98 has been received.    The county abstract has been approved and property taxes will be billed on time.  

With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:34 pm with a motion made by Councilwoman Gee and seconded by Councilman Albright.  All were in favor and the motion passed.   The next meeting will be held Monday, April 4, 2016 at 6:00pm.  
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
