THE MARTIN COUNTY COUNCIL 

SPECIAL MEETING

AUGUST 7, 2017
MINUTES

The Martin County Council convened in special session Monday, August 7, 2017, in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Councilmen present were C. Richard Summers, Randy L. Wininger, Warren D. Albright, James A. Stiles, J. Keith Gibson and Councilwomen Barbara McFeater and M. Lynn Gee.  Also attending were Auditor January Roush, Highway Superintendent Leo Padgett, Highway Clerk Terri Alcorn, Josh Hughett, Animal Control Officer and Courtney Hughett, Martin County Journal.  
President Summers called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 6:00pm.
The minutes from the special meeting held July 10, 2017 were approved as submitted with a motion made by Councilwoman Gee and seconded by Councilwoman McFeaters.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
Courtney Hughett, Martin County Humane Society, presented her quarterly report.  They will be participating in “Clear the Shelters” on August 19, 2017 from 11am to 4pm.  All adoption fees will be waived during this event.  

Auditor January Roush presented to the Council information regarding the Non-Binding Reviews for all the county taxing units.  The Council reviewed the max levy, cum fund, and circuit breaker reports provided by the DLGF prior to the meeting.  Councilman Albright made a motion to recommend all taxing units adopt levies that are within the maximum levy estimates as given by the DLGF and that all units adopt budgets that are fundable based on their 2018 projected revenues.  Councilman Wininger made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilman Gibson made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriation from CEDIT, Other Services & Charges, Town of Shoals Park Renovations-$30,000.  Councilman Wininger made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilman Stiles made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriation from Cumulative Capital Development, Capital Outlay, Jail Updates-$10,710 for the new inmate beds. Councilwoman McFeaters made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilwoman Gee made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriation from Cumulative Capital Development, Other Services & Charges, Courthouse Server-$20,000. Councilman Albright made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilman Stiles made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriation from LOIT Special Distribution, Capital Outlay, Equipment-$36,000 for a new gradall for the Highway Department.   Councilman Albright made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

President Summers informed the Council of a boiler issue at the Jail.  The Commissioners declared an emergency and had Sheriff Travis Roush go through with the purchase.  Auditor Roush will advertise an Additional Appropriation for the next meeting.  

Auditor Roush submitted the Tourism Report on behalf of Jim Stoughton.  

There will be a Risk Management Meeting for all department heads Wednesday, August 9th at 9am.  The Courthouse will be closed Monday, September 4th for Labor Day.  Budget Hearings will be held Tuesday, September 5th and Wednesday, September 6th.  

Maranatha Tabernacle Church sent an invitation regarding a breakfast honoring local elected officials, the City of Loogootee and Martin County Employees, local/state police and fire departments to be held Saturday, September 9th from 8:30am to 10am.  There will also be a Prayer Vigil on Monday, September 11th at the Fountain Square in downtown Loogootee.  

A discussion followed on a Highway Mechanic.  For now, all small repairs are being done in house and larger repairs are being shipped out.  A discussion on a possible salary increase for a Mechanic followed.  

With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:32pm with a motion made by Councilman Stiles and seconded by Councilman Albright.  All were in favor and the motion passed.   The next Council meeting will be held Tuesday, September 5, 2017 at 8:30am with Budget Hearings to follow the remainder of the day.  The Budget Hearings will continue on Wednesday, September 6, 2017 from 8:30am to 4pm.
