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Intervention Services:

Service Standard Definitions

2009-2011 Indiana Department of Child Services
Community Based Service Standards

Adoption-Child Prep-services both to assess the adoption readiness of children and also to
prepare them for the transition to adoption.

Adoption-Family Prep-preparation of a foster/adoptive/kinship home study for families
interested in adopting. Provider will evaluate the ability of prospective families to meet the
needs of children in Indiana’s custody.

Adoption-Pre/Post Placement and Post Adoption Services-home-based services, including
Reactive Attachment Disorder (RAD) and support group services are available for families who
provide foster/kinship care, waiting adoptive families and families who have adopted, children
who are in the adoption process and/or children who have been adopted. In addition, services
include respite care for adoptive families.

Chafee Independent Living-Chafee Foster Care Independence Program-services for youth 16
years or older that include developmental activities that provide opportunities for youth to gain
the skills required to live healthy, productive and responsible lives as adults. Services, including
room and board, are also available to youth who are over 18 years of age and have left foster
care. (See service standards for target population)

Chafee Independent Living-Mentoring/Lifelong Connections-services to develop connections
between youth and supportive adults who will commit to a long-term relationship with the youth.
Eligible youth include those 16- 21 who are or have been in foster care as a CHINS or
adjudicated delinquent.

Chafee Independent Living-Transitional Services-services provided to foster youth for housing
and employment outside the confines of foster care and are provided to youth who are 17 years
and 6 months of age who are expected to age out of care.

Family-Centered Services-Home-Based Family Centered Casework Services-provision of a
range of services including support and education, such as: visitation, conflict management,
emergency/crisis services, child development, domestic violence education parenting education,
family communication transportation, advocacy, family assessment, time management, behavior
modification, budgeting, meal planning, and helping the family to make short and long term
goals. Services must be provided by staff with professional qualifications. Service is available
24/7.
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Family-Centered Services-Home-Based Family Centered Therapy Services-provision of a
structured, goal-oriented, time-limited therapy in the natural environment of the family home.
Therapeutic intervention must be done by a qualified licensed professional. Their efforts may be
in the following areas: Family organization(internal boundaries, relationships, roles, stress
management, self-esteem, communication skills, parenting skills, substance abuse, crisis
intervention, family structure (external boundaries, relationships, socio-cultural history), Famiy
processes (adaptation, power authority, communications, META rules), cognitive behavior
strategies, and grief therapy. . Service is available 24/7.

Family-Centered Services-Home-Based Intensive Family Preservation Services-is a short-
term, 4-6 weeks, intensive crisis intervention service. To be eligible, at least one child must be at
imminent risk of out-of-home-placement and that child could remain in the home and not be at
risk of imminent harm if intensive in-home-services were provided. Direct services will be
provided by a Master’s level professional or Bachelors with years of experience. Workers carry a
caseload of 2 families. Service is available 24/7.

Family-Centered Services-Home-Based Intensive Family Reunification Services is a short-
term, 4-6 weeks, intensive crisis intervention service for families where there is at least one child
in placement and the child cannot be reunified without intensive in-home services. Direct
services will be provided by a Master’s level professional or Bachelors with years of experience.
Workers carry a caseload of 2 families. Service is available 24/7.

Family-Centered Services-Homemaker/Parent Aid-assistance and services provided by
paraprofessionals to parents, in the family’s home, who are unable to appropriately fulfill
parenting and/or homemaking functions. Workers provide advocacy, education, demonstrations,
monitoring and/or role modeling new/appropriate skills for coping with the following areas:
time management, child care and development, health care, community resources and systems
support, resource management, transportation, visitation with child(ren), parenting skills, safety
and nutrition, and housekeeping. Caseload will be no more than 12 families at any one time.

Foster Parent Services-Foster Family Support Services-services provided to foster parents
through monthly or bi-monthly support groups which may include at least one training hour per
meeting. Child care is provided if requested by foster families attending the support group
meetings. Foster Family Support Coordinator will provide the following services: working will
all licensed foster families by the county being served, serving as a liaison between the Family
Case Manager and the foster families, developing a quarterly newsletter for foster parents and
DCS staff, inviting prospective foster parents to the support groups, and providing annual in-
home visits with each foster family coordinating with the FCM and the annual DCS home visit.

Other Services-Care Network-a system of care that focuses on coordinating, integrating,
facilitating and monitoring services for children with behavioral health needs who are in the
child welfare or juvenile justice system. Direct worker is a Care Network Facilitator who works
with family/child to evaluate and assess needs of the family/child, coordinate team meetings
(FCM and team members), monitor progress, maintain reports/assessments to team members,
and assist family/child with gaining access to community-based services. Coordinated services
may include: behavioral health services (behavioral management, crisis intervention, day
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treatment, evaluation and testing, family and group therapy, parenting skills training groups),
mentor services, case management, life coach and independent living skills, other services (team
meetings, transportation and meeting with other professionals), hourly psychiatric services
(outpatient assessments and medication follow-up), respite services (crisis, planned and
residential/hospital), and supervision services (community and intensive). Care Network
Facilitator is a professional with clinical intervention experience.

Other Services-Child Advocacy Center-services include facilities to be used by multi-
disciplinary teams to interview child abuse victims in a safe, child-friendly environment.
Interviews are conducted by a forensic interviewer and recorded with other professionals
observing via a two way mirror or bug-in-the-ear system. Forensic medical exams, services by
mental health professionals, play therapy, case review and tracking, family advocacy, crisis
intervention and counseling, educational programs and support groups for non-offending parents
in cases of alleged child sexual abuse may also be provided at the Center.

Other Services-CHINS Parent Support Services-support services provided to parents who have
children in foster care. A CHINS Parent Support Worker (CPSW) will facilitate a monthly/bi-
monthly support group for parents of CHINS which include: information regarding CHINS legal
process including court procedures and services, expectations of the family related to
participation in court, information regarding parental rights and the CHINS proceedings, role of
the Court Appointed Special Advocate or Guardian ad Litem, interactive activities related to the
CHINS process and the parents, providing an informal environment for parents to discuss issues
that brought them into the system, and educational programs for parents in such areas as abuse
and neglect, parenting skills, substance abuse, anger management, and. advocacy with
community based services. CPSW is a professional.

Other Services-Counseling-Individual/Family-office based services from licensed
counselors/therapists. Professional staff provides individual, group and/or family counseling
with emphasis on conflict resolution, behavioral modification, support systems, interpersonal
relationships and communication skills, substance abuse, parenting skills, problem-solving,
stress management, domestic violence issues, school problems and family of origin/inter-
generational issues. Direct services will be provided by a Master’s level professional with 3
years clinical experience or a Master’s level with a clinical license.

Other Services-Cross-System Care Coordination-provision of services for youth (DCS or
Probation) with severe emotional disturbances and behavioral challenges that are involved in
multiple care systems. Direct worker is a Care Coordinator who works with family/child to
evaluate and assess needs of the family/child, coordinate team meetings (FCM and team
members), monitor progress, maintain reports/assessments to team members, and assist
family/child with gaining access to community-based services. Services provided to clients and
covered in the per child allotment rate include but are not limited to: behavioral health services
(behavioral management, crisis intervention, day treatment, evaluation and testing, family and
group therapy, parenting skills training groups), mentor services (case management, clinical and
educational, life coach and independent living skills, other services (team meetings,
transportation and meeting with other professionals), hourly psychiatric services (outpatient
assessments and medication follow-up), respite services (crisis, planned and residential/hospital),
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and supervision services (community and intensive) and residential services. Care Coordinator
is a Bachelor’s level professional with a minimum of three years of clinical/management
experience and 2 or more years of clinical intervention skills.

Other Services-Diagnostic and Evaluation Services-services from certified professional to
provide timely psychological, educational and bio-psycho-social evaluations for parents, family
members and children.

Other Services - Domestic Violence services may be available to the batterer, survivor and child.
Services shall be structured, goal-oriented, time-limited individual/group services and
casework/victim advocacy services.

Other Services-Functional Family Therapy-empirically grounded, family based intervention
services to clients in the home and clinic settings and when a child is returned home from
residential placement. FFT has the following three phases of intervention with distinct goals and
assessment objectives: engagement and motivation (initial phases), behavior change (application
of individualized and developmentally appropriate techniques) and generalization (family case
management to ensure long term support of changes through a linkage with community based
services with assistance from the FFT). FFT direct worker is a Master’s level with 3 years
clinical experience or a Master’s level with clinical licensure.

Other Services-Parent Education-services that include both individual family and group
options. Parent Education is based on a curriculum which may include topics such as: nurturing,
self-control and setting limits, child’s temperament/sense of belonging/as an observer, heredity
and environment, birth order and gender roles, power and revenge, beliefs/feelings,
listening/talking, family meetings, responding vs. reacting to behavior, parenting style with
different age groups, and child abuse and neglect.

Other Services-Parenting/Family Functioning Assessment-assessments include an interview
with the adults and children in their current environment; completion of standardized test(s) by
adults to include a parenting inventory; observation of the parent(s) and their relationship with
the child(ren); completion of an eco-map and/or genograms and a tour of the home environment
by licensed professionals. If issues of substance abuse are prevalent during the investigation, a
drug/alcohol assessment must also be completed and include a clinical interview. Parenting and
family functioning assessments include two separate appointments held on different days
scheduled at the convenience of the client (to include evenings and weekends). Direct worker is a
Master’s level professional with 3 years clinical experience or a Master’s level with a clinical
license.

Other Services-Sex Offender Treatment; Victims of Sex Abuse Treatment-Interventions
carried out in a specialized program containing a variety of cognitive behavioral and psycho-
educational techniques that are designed to change offense supportive beliefs and attributions,
improve handling of negative emotions, teach behavioral risk management and promote pro-
social behavior. Services include risk and needs assessment for sexual offenders, risk and needs
assessment for victim, containment teams for offenders, and individual, group and family
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treatment for both the offender and victim. Direct worker has a Master’s degree in a behavioral
health science. Professionals must be specifically trained and licensed.

Other Services-Visitation Facilitation-Parent/Child/Sibling-services to ensure that children are
able to visit their parents and siblings while in the care of DCS including the ability to facilitate
visits within a visitation facility, neutral site, foster home, or the family’s own home as deemed
appropriate and providing for the child’s safety and emotional well being. Direct services are
provided by a paraprofessional or a professional who will assist the family by monitoring,
strengthening, teaching, demonstrating, and/or role modeling appropriate skills in the following
areas: parent/child relationship and interaction through conversation and play, child care skills
and child development, teaching age-appropriate discipline, teaching age appropriate safety
skills, identifying and assessing stress situations between parent/child. The paraprofessional
possesses a GED and one year full-time experience in child care in an organized setting or
experience as a parent and is at least 21 years of age. The professional is a Bachelor’s level.

Addictions-Emergency/Mobile Drug Screens/Tests-services (Initial Testing, Confirmation
Testing and Failed Attempts) designed for individuals who are suspected of drug and/or alcohol
use by DCS workers and Probation Officers and require immediate screening (24 hours per day,
seven days per week, including all holidays) which require screening at a facility or via mobile
screening within the referring county. The referring worker and the provider work together to
make arrangements to collect the screen in no more than 24 hours of the first contact attempt
from the referring worker. Services include providing any requested testimony and/or court
appearances (includes hearings/appeals).

Addictions-Random Drug Testing-services (Initial Test and Confirmation Testing) for
individuals which include but are not limited to saliva drug screen/oral fluid based drug screen,
hair follicle and urine. Services include any requested testimony and/or court appearances
(includes hearings/appeals).

Addictions-Residential Detoxification-a short-term residential service for persons withdrawing
from the effects of prolonged alcohol or drug consumption. Services shall continue only until the
client recovers from the effects of acute intoxication. Counseling services will be provided to
motivate clients to accept referral for continued care for alcohol and drug dependence.
Detoxification clients will be encouraged to participate in educational groups, group counseling
sessions and to work individually with their counselor. Clients are accepted into the program
within twelve hours of the referral or sooner if an emergency exists. Each client will spend
approximately two to six days in the detoxification program. Length of stay is determined for
each individual in attendance. On staff physicians and nurses shall supervise the process and
coordinate services as needed. Therapists and counselors are degreed and licensed.

Addictions-Substance Abuse Assessment, Treatment & Monitoring-services include drug
testing, intervention by multidisciplinary teams including medical, social, psychological, and
vocational resources, and monitoring on-going client behavior. A face-to-face clinical interview
and in-person sessions will take place with referred clients followed by a substance abuse
assessment to determine effective treatment. Treatment will be evidenced-based and may
include group/individual sessions on topics such as: conscious raising and self-revelation,
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weighing pros and cons, environmental reassessment, problem-solving, stimulus control-triggers
and stress, cravings and urges, social support and alternatives to using, relapse prevention
planning and role play/clarification. Direct worker will be a Master’s level with at least three
years of clinical experience providing substance abuse services and licensed; or an alcohol and
certified drug abuse counselor.

Probation Services-Day Treatment/Day Reporting Program-services include intensive
supervision to children exhibiting delinquent or antisocial behavior to prevent the removal of the
child from the home while increasing educational and life skills, community safety and family
functioning. Day Treatment services include: individualized educational planning, life skills
training (including work readiness if appropriate) and community services projects. Provider
must also include a component that requires family involvement for a minimum of one hour per
week which can be in the form of a parenting support group or parenting instruction. Direct
worker will be a Bachelors level.

Probation Services-Quality Assurance for Children in Residential Placement-services
provided for children currently in residential placement to see if the placement meets the needs
of the child or to find a placement that more suitably meets the child’s needs. Services include
but are not limited to evaluations of educational, psychiatric, and medical needs of the child to
determine if the residential placement can meet the child’s needs at an acceptable cost. Direct
worker will be a Masters level with three years of related clinical experience.

Probation Services-Transition from Restrictive Placements (TRP)-services including a wide
range of intervention options which include home-based services such as home based therapy,
case management services, home assessment, education and employment services, education
transition and vocational services, drug/alcohol screening and monitoring, and parenting
education/training. Services may be accessed 24 hours/day for crisis intervention. Services are
used to facilitate the movement of adjudicated youth from more restrictive placements to
less/least restrictive placements. Services can be provided to CHINS or probation youth who are
transitioning out of residential or group home placement. Residential or group home providers
cannot bill TRP and their per diem at the same time. Community providers can bill TRP while a
youth is still in residential or group home placement if the youth will be transitioning within 30
days. Case manager is a Bachelors level. Therapist is a Masters level with 3 years clinical
experience or a Master Degree and licensed.

Probation Services-Truancy Termination-services to provide school drop-out prevention
education, job readiness skills services, parent education and family support services to youth
and their families in order to reduce recidivism of delinquent youth and truants. Family support
workers will work with family members to identify reasons for youth’s truancy and barriers to
regular and positive school attendance, and will develop a comprehensive intake and assessment
for each referral to create a Family Development Plan which will be shared with school social
workers and Probation Officers to ensure that the youth attends school and is progressing
academically. Training modules consist of skills-based classes which the youth and parents are
required to attend and complete. Youth modules may include self esteem, personal hygiene,
truancy/college awareness, conflict resolution, personal relationships, social pressures and
substance abuse, and decision making/time management and goal setting. Parent modules
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include role as parent and self esteem, understanding child growth/child development and sibling
rivalries, communication and listening skills, effective discipline, anger management/conflict
resolution/ stress management, and teaching morals/values/ respect and how to prepare and
manage a budget. Assessment of areas for continued improvement will be shared with school
social workers, Probation Officer and Juvenile Court. Training facilitator is a paraprofessional
with a high school or GED. Family Support Worker is a Bachelors level.

Probation Services-Tutoring/Literacy Classes-tutoring/literacy and math services provided to
raise the academic performance of school aged youth to a level consistent with state education
requirements. Activities and lessons promote literacy skills and academic development and
include regular use of external resources such as libraries, museums and community educational
sites. Services are provided through direct one-on-one sessions or in small groups of 2-4
children who are matched by ability. Tutoring literacy and math services are evidenced-based
strategies that improve student achievement. Provider does an initial assessment and develops a
comprehensive educational plan containing long-term and short-term goals. Direct worker
providing tutoring services is a Bachelors level or a professional with at least 60 hours of post
secondary credit in education, social work, psychology or related field and have intermediate
computer skills.

The Title IV-E Foster Care program helps States provide safe
and stable out-of-home care for children under the jurisdiction
of the State child welfare agency until the children are returned
home safely; placed with adoptive families, or placed in other
planned arrangements for permanency.

SUMMARY OF WORKGROUP DISCUSSION

Foster Care — There is a need to recruit and retain foster parents. Any type of support program
or show of appreciation could be helpful with retention. Recruitment remains a challenge region
wide. Bartholomew County has a unique program which invites church leaders to support foster
parenting. They have set a goal of having 2 foster parent couples per church. If successful, the
program could be duplicated in other counties.

Drug Abuse Services — The problem with inpatient services is expense. Both per diem rates and
lengths of stay are high making treatment unaffordable. The situation with outpatient services in
not as bleak, but the services are not uniformly available from county to county. In Jackson
County there is one primary provider. The quality of the service is good, but the provider will
not take spouses of current patients. This limits treatment options when a married couples both
experience drug problems. Bartholomew County has services readily available, but the quality is
poor. There is a good provider in the northern counties that we could encourage to expand their
market into the other counties in our region. This particular provider has been expanding other
services within our region recently.

Interpretive Services — This is a problem throughout the region. The growth in Hispanic
population has greatly increased the need for Spanish interpreters in particular. Jackson County
has only one interpreter with no backup provider. Bartholomew County has interpreter options,
but there is often a long wait list due to excess demand. Many solutions were discussed. One
possibility would be to find interns with bilingual skills. The obstacle to this would be
certification requirements. There can be problems with payment as DCS requires certification.
Compiling a resource listing could be helpful as well, but the certification issue comes into play
with many of the provider options. The courts have interpreters that can be utilized in related
CHINS cases, including outside of the courtroom. Availability hours are important for this
service due to the unpredictability and short notice of need. There is also a call in program run
by the state that includes some of the less common languages.

Youth Psychiatric Services — In region 14 the community mental health provider is the primary
provider when it comes to prescribing medication for youth. There is a feeling that both the
quality and quantity of services is lacking. This is a priority and a plan should be developed to
enhance accessibility. A meeting to include Judges, Community Partners, probation officers, and
even elected officials among others may be needed to address this problem. It was noted that if
such a group were convened, the problems with outpatient drug services should be discussed as
well.

Safe Housing — Most counties have little shelter capacity. The exception would be
Bartholomew county, where services are available, In some cases other counties in our region
direct clients to Bartholomew county for this reason. Transitional living apartments are
practically non-existent throughout the region and are needed.

Perpetrator Services (Domestic Violence and Sex Offender) — Services are generally
available for battered women and molested children. In general, services for the perpetrators are
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not readily available. The exception being that there are some services for juvenile sex
offenders. Although adult services are not usually of primary concern for DCS, these types of
services are necessary in some reunification scenarios. Our primary Domestic Violence
provider has no interest in working with perpetrators. There is a nationally certified program for
DV perpetrators, but none of our providers offer this particular program. In the case of
incarcerated sex offenders, they receive services while serving their sentence, but the services
cease upon release. In Shelby county they have a program that is run through their community
corrections program.

Parent Education — This service is indicated as lacking according to survey respondents.
However, attendance has been low in the cases where parent education classes were offered. In
addition, the help provided in parent education classes is often provided in conjunction with
other services such as home based casework.

Special populations (Ethnic, Sexual Orientation, Religion, etc.) — The need to address
problems from the perspective of persons from different backgrounds was discussed. The goal is
not to have special programs for persons with different backgrounds, but rather to allow the
latitude in the existing programs to recognize and adapt to individual situations. This is an issue
that will be addressed in the current QSR.

Engaging Fathers — This has been an ongoing problem for some time and has previously been
discussed. Getting fathers to participate in a positive way has been difficult. There is some
funding available for a program that has not been accessed.

Suspension Expulsion — Programs to deal with school attendance are not uniformly available
throughout the region. Bartholomew county has the STOP program, which includes a
preventative component. Valle Vista has a program in Johnson county, but day treatment
programs are generally unavailable in most school districts.

Health Care — There is a lack of adequate medical and dental care for the uninsured. This
problem is present throughout our country and not limited to children or our geographical area.
In Shelby county a medical clinic has been started, but there are long wait lists. Even those with
Medicaid sometimes have to drive long distances due to the shortage of providers that accept
Medicaid.

Transportation — Since most of our region is rural in nature, public transportation is
unavailable. Those without a vehicle or a driver’s license often have difficulty accessing
services for this reason.

ALLOCATION & DISTRIBUTION OF FUNDING
(estimated)

As part of the analysis of how to fill the identified service gaps, the financial effect of
recommended changes was examined. Budgets from the past were used for prior-years data.
Financial data submitted by providers based on the first 8 months of 2009 were used to gauge the
most recent spending trends. The 2010 budget has been set and expected to remain static over
the near term. Therefore, any increases in one service area would need to be offset by a decrease
elswhere in the budget.

The biggest change in the projected budget was a move away from residential care and toward
foter care. This is a goal not only for region 14, but throughout the state. If changes can be
made successfully in this area, the savings could be substantial. All of the other changes are
relatively small in financial terms.

Funding was added to Domestic Violence, and Sex Offender treatment as this was identified as a
need and was not funded in the past. At this time it is difficult to predict where the savings
outside of residential care will take place. To balance the budget these addition were funded
from programs that either had large funding balances, or that could possibly decline over time.
In practice the savings may come from an area other than estimated in thses projections.
