This is intended as a comprehensive psychomotor skills checklist and is to be used to document student skills practice.
Directions: A master checklist must be completed for all students.  

Part 1: 

As any of the listed skills are practiced, the instructors / evaluators shall complete Part 1 to document such practice opportunities up to two (2) times.  


Student must be afforded an opportunity to practice those skills prior to the skills evaluation.  Performance of skills is dependent on the "usual and customary" practices of the jurisdiction(s) having authority. Evaluators should note those skills not performed due to jurisdictional practices.


Conceivably a student may perform some of the skills listed several times (hence the two (2) columns) and for some skills not at all due to the number of students, available equipment, and number and types of simulated confined spaces.


Only those skills actually practiced shall be recorded as having been practiced.  Instructors must record both the date(s) that the skill that was practiced and their respective initials.  When the skill is performed satisfactorily, the "Sat." column should be checked.  However, if the skill is NOT performed satisfactorily, then the "Unsat." column should be checked. If a student was not afforded an opportunity to practice any of the skills, instructors / evaluators must document such by writing "NA" in the "Sat." box.


[Note: The provision for documenting two (2) opportunities for practice is not intended to imply that the student will be provided with two (2) opportunities to practice a skill nor that the student will be provided with opportunities to practice all the skills listed (except for those which will be evaluated).   Indicating that a skill has been executed satisfactorily, in no way assures student competency in performing that skill and only indicates that at the time of practice it was carried out safely, using accepted technique(s), with a situation dependent desired and/or a reasonable outcome. ]

Part 2: 


Instructors / evaluators observing unsatisfactory skill performance must documented such in Part 2.  The assigned numbers should be used for identifying the specific skills and followed with brief descriptions of the observed unsatisfactory performance including remedial recommendations when indicated.

Part 3: 

Both the student and the primary instructor must complete the acknowledgment section. For skills that remain unsatisfactory by the completion of all practice sessions, instructors / evaluators must recommend remedial assistance / further practice prior to any final skill evaluation process. The assigned numbers should be used for referencing specific unsatisfactory skills.
