Size-Up Factors – the evaluator should use these explanations as part of the evaluation process.
· Water
· The water supply available at the fire scene.

· Area

· The size of the structure and exposed area will assist the IC in determining the amount of water needed for the potential fire flow.

· Life Safety
· The safety of the personnel on the scene and any occupants of the structure or involved in the incident.  

· Location
· The location of the fire in the structure, intensity, and the extent of the fire will dictate how the fire will be fought. 

· Apparatus
· Determine what type of apparatus and how much will be needed for the incident.

· Personnel 
· Having sufficient amount of personnel for the incident and determining if special trained personnel will be needed.  

· Construction


· The construction would include type of construction and type of material used in the structure.  

· Collapse
· The construction of the structure and potential for collapse.  
· Exposure

· To predict the probable spread of fire.

· Weather

· Temperature, wind, precipitation, and humidity can play a part in an incident.

· Auxiliary Appliances

· Are any built in fire protection appliances present at the scene. 

· Special Matters

· Covers everything from topography to obstacles that personnel may encounter on the scene.  

· Height


· In any structure more than one story, height will be a consideration.  Operations on upper floors and the exposure to fire will need to be considered.  

· Occupancy

· Need to determine the contents of the structure on fire.  Knowing what the structure is used for.  

· Time

· The time of day may determine if the structure is occupied or not.
