In 2014, there were more than 140 reported fireworks injuries in Indiana, more than a third of which affected Hoosiers who were age 18 or younger.  Most injuries occurred as a result of mishandling or malfunctioning fireworks.

Stay safe. Never try to relight a fireworks device that doesn’t work, and never try to make your own.  Always wear eye protection, and keep a fire extinguisher or source of water nearby when lighting fireworks.

In 2014, fireworks in Indiana hurt people from age 63 down to an 8-month-old. More than a third of those injured last year were 18 or younger.  
Most injuries to Hoosiers last year were caused by the mishandling or malfunctioning of fireworks, with many of the injuries involving burns to the hands and fingers.  And 75 percent of people with eye injuries weren’t wearing eye protection.
Stay safe. Never try to relight a dud firework.  Have a fire extinguisher, or water source nearby and always wear eye protection.  Use fireworks in a clear, open area.  Keep spectators where the wind is blowing fireworks away from them.
And for young kids, consider glowsticks as an alternative to sparklers.
