conditions in [name of township/town/city, etc.],  open burning is prohibited  pursuant to Section  

307.2.2 of the 2003 Indiana Fire Code (675 IAC 22-2.3).  Violation of this Notice constitutes a Class 
C Infraction in accordance with the provisions of Indiana Code 22-12-8.
For purposes of this notice, “open burning” means:


1. campfires and other recreational fires;

2. any fire in an outdoor location where the fuel being burned is not completely contained in an 
incinerator, with the exception of barbecue grills fueled by charcoal briquettes or propane; and

3. the burning of debris, such as timber or vegetation, including such debris that results from 
building construction activities.
