ICS-400: Advanced ICS for Command and General Staff- Complex Incidents

Who Should Attend?

The target audience for this course is senior personnel who are expected to perform in a management capacity in an Area Command or Multi-agency Coordination Entity. This course expands upon information covered in ICS-100 through ICS-300 courses. These earlier courses are prerequisites for ICS-400.
Course Description

The course goals are as follows: Explain how major incidents engender special management challenges; describe the circumstances in which an Area Command is established; describe the circumstances in which multi-agency coordination systems are established.

This 2-day course is comprised of the following lessons: course overview; fundamentals review for command and general staff; major and/or complex incident/event management; area command; multi-agency coordination; and a course summary.

The “National Incident Management Systems (NIMS) National Standard Curriculum: Training Development Guidance” outlines the system's ICS concepts and principles, management characteristics, organizations and operations, organizational element titles, and recommendations for a model curriculum. It also provides an evaluation checklist for content that may be used to make sure the training meets the “as taught by DHS” standard. According to the NIMS Integration Center, emergency management and response personnel already ICS trained do not need retraining if their previous training is consistent with the DHS standard. Acceptable ICS training would include ICS courses managed, administered, or delivered by the Emergency Management Institute, the National Fire Academy, NWCG, EPA, or the U.S. Coast Guard. 

Administrative Information
The course will be conducted October 16-17, 2007 at the Southern Indiana Technical and Vocational School, 1901 Lynch Road, Evansville, IN 47711. Student sign-in will begin at 7:30 am (local/Evansville time) with the course scheduled from 8:00 am to 5:00 pm each day with a one-hour break for lunch. All times are strict and late arrivals will not be permitted. If you arrive late or cannot attend all course sessions you will be asked to attend another class.
The course is open to all emergency response staff in Districts 7, 8, 9, and 10, however, due to limited space, responders with the following titles will be given preference for registration: Lieutenant, Captain, Major, Colonel, Commander, Battalion Chief, Division Chief, Assistant Chief, Deputy Chief, Chief, Assistant Director, Deputy Director, Director, Hospital Administrator, Health Administrator/Nurse, Specialty Team Leader, EOS Staff, Sheriff, Instructor/Training Officer.
There is no charge for attending this course; however students will be responsible for their own travel and meals. Light refreshments will be provided. No lodging will be provided for this field course.
To register, please complete a training application which can be found at http://www.in.gov/dhs/training/. Upon completion of the training application, please forward it to the Indiana Department of Homeland Security Registration Secretary per the directions indicated on the application. Class size is limited to 40 and you will be notified of your acceptance in the course. Registration is due by October 9th to allow time for the preparation of course materials.
