Course Description





This Planning/Management level course prepares emergency responder managers and community leaders to conduct a comprehensive Threat and Risk Assessment for a Weapons of Mass Destruction (WMD)/Terrorism Incident. The course delivery combines lecture, small group discussions, participant activities, and multimedia scenarios to improve the emergency team’s capability to prevent, react to, or recover from a terrorism incident. At the conclusion of the training, the team is able to:


Use the Office for Domestic Preparedness (ODP), Department of Homeland Security (DHS) for WMD Assessment model to enhance decision making, planning, and teamwork


Identify and evaluate Potential Threat Elements and WMD in the area


Conduct basic and agricultural vulnerability assessments and identify capabilities to meet needs


Prioritize needs into one of five solution areas – planning, organization, equipment, training, and exercises


Who Should Attend





This is a WMD Planning/Management Level course that will prepare the multi-discipline team of emergency responder managers and community leaders from the private and public sectors to prevent, respond to, or recover from a Chemical, Biological, Radiological, Nuclear, and Explosive (CBRNE)/terrorism incident. Prerequisites





All  course participants must work in a supervisory or managerial capacity in one of the listed disciplines/services, (Law Enforcement, Emergency Medical Services, Emergency Management Agency, Fire Service, Hazardous Materials (HazMat); Public Works; Governmental Administrative; Public Health) and have completed a WMD (CBRNE)/terrorism incident awareness course. Individuals who are current instructors are also encouraged to attend.





The preferred prerequisite course is TEEX on-line course; WMD-006; “Incident Management / Unified Command Concepts”, found at � HYPERLINK "http://teexwmdcampus.com" ��http://teexwmdcampus.com�. The “concepts” course contains materials on terrorism, weapons of mass destruction, and NIMS/ICS subjects which are essential for a complete understanding of the materials presented during the IM/UC course.  Completion of AWR-160, The “WMD Awareness-Level Training Course” a six-hour training program that provides emergency responders with awareness-level instruction on recognition, avoidance, isolation, and notification techniques in a weapons of mass destruction (WMD) environment, is also an acceptable prerequisite.  We will also consider other, similar, awareness-level courses on a “case by case” basis.
