Tree Seedling Nursery Program
4 – 5 million seedlings sold annually.


50 different species and age classes offered for sale (hardwoods, conifers, wildlife shrubs).


Approximately 7,500 – 8,500 acres are planted with State Nursery stock each year in Indiana. 


Sale of nursery stock covers 95%+ of expenses created by the nursery section.


A Select Line of Black Walnut, Red/White Oaks and Hybrid Butternut are offered for sale.


Approximately 75 Acres of various seed orchards are maintained for seed collection sites of several different species.


Breakdown of sales shows 80% hardwoods/wildlife shrubs and 20% conifers.


2 State Nurseries operate to provide service to ~ 5,000 customers annually.


40 – 45 irrigated acres are sown each year to produce the annual production.


Approximately 75% of seed sown was collected and/or purchased from trees within Indiana.


Cooler capacity between the 2 nurseries allows for proper seedling storage of up to 3 million seedlings at any given time.
