 Major Defects: Butt rot, conk, canker, large or spiral seam, large crack, large scar, 
large hole, large rotten burl, internal decay, large or broken or dead limb or fork, broken 
or dead top, serious crook or sweep, abnormally short merchantable length, several minor 
defects on the same log. 
 Minor Defects: Ingrown bark, small seam, small crack, small scar, small hole, and 
small burl. Small broken or dead limb, spiral grain, slight crooks, or sweep. 
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
