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Dear Applicant,

     You may be eligible for a disabled veteran property tax deduction. Take the completed application to your county auditor’s office for further processing.

     You may be eligible to receive a deduction from the assessed value of your property in one of the following amounts from IC 6-1.1-12

Section 14 : $12,480  If you served on active duty for at least 90 days during any period,  received an honorable discharge AND have a service connected disability of at least 100% if under age 62 OR a 10% service connected disability if age 62 years or older.  In order to receive this deduction the assessed value of your property must be less than $143,160.00

Section 13: $24,960 If you served during a recognized period of wartime service, received an honorable discharge, AND are service connected disabled 10% or higher.

Combination of Section 13 AND section 14: $37,440 If you served during a recognized period of wartime service, are either 62 years or older and at least 10% service connected disabled OR under age 62 and 100% service connected disabled AND the assessed value of your property is under $143,160.00

     If there is a remaining credit coming to you after this amount is applied to your property taxes, the County Auditor may allow you to use the pro-rated remainder to assist you with the excise tax on your vehicle license plates. The County Auditor will be the one to make that determination, and will give you the proper documentation to take to your local License Branch.             Additionally, if you are eligible for any of the deductions above but do not own any property to which a property tax deduction may be applied, the Auditor will provide you paperwork to take to the License Branch. The amount of credit that may be claimed under this section is equal to the lesser of the following:
1. Amount of excise tax imposed by IC 6-6-5-5 
2. Seventy dollars ($70) 
For up to two (2) vehicles as per IC 6-6-5-5.2
