     Your application for Tuition and Fee Exemption for a Purple Heart Recipient has been approved. 

     This entitles you to a total of 124 credit hours and payment exemption of all mandatory fees at any of the state-supported college or university listed on the application. Books, housing, and any other fees are NOT covered under this program.  If you do not attend the school for a period other than the normal authorized breaks in session, i.e., spring break, summer break, etc., OR if you change campuses you will need to request another copy of the approved application with the IDVA raised seal. We scanned your original application and have it on file so there should not be a need to submit another application if you are already eligible for this benefit and IDVA or your County Veteran Service Office still has your application on file.

    If you change schools you must inform the new school’s financial aid office of ALL the schools you have attended using this benefit.  
     
     The benefit can be used for undergraduate or graduate work, but if you are taking graduate courses, the benefit will pay only at the undergraduate rate. You will be responsible for any charges over the undergraduate rate.  You must also ensure you complete the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) prior to the deadline annually. All inquiries about hours used, grades, etc. should be addressed to the School or the Indiana Commission for Higher Education. IDVA and County Service Officers only determine eligibility for use of this program.
