
Sub-service: Children’s System of Care Project 3 (CSC-415) 

1. PURPOSE

The purpose is to develop, implement, and sustain an interagency collaboration within Tippecanoe and Montgomery Counties to provide wraparound services with children with serious emotional disturbances (SED) and their families based on systems of care values and philosophy. 

2. SPECIAL CONDITIONS
2.1 Contractor shall provide the following project activities services:

2.1.1 Advertise, interview, and perform other tasks to secure and retain a system of care wraparound coordinator for herein. 

2.1.2 Work with the Choices Technical Assistance Center (TAC) to obtain technical assistance and training regarding systems of care, wraparound, and strength based interventions.

2.1.3 In collaboration with other child serving agencies, establish or participate in Consortium Coordinating Committee(s) that include representation from the following:

2.1.3.1 County Office of Family and Children;

2.1.3.2 Mental Health services provider;

2.1.3.3 The juvenile court;

2.1.3.4 The largest school district in the county or jurisdiction;

2.1.3.5 Other school districts that are referring children to receive services through the consortium;

2.1.3.6 At least two family members of eligible children; and

2.1.3.7 An organization that provides advocacy for children and families, such as a mental health association.

2.1.4  Develop mission statement(s) endorsing systems of care values and philosophy, family involvement, referral process, 

                                 admission criteria, and initial guidelines for wraparound     

                                 services.

2.1.5  Develop a plan to utilize resources from federal, state, and local sources to fund and provide a broad array of direct services to children and families. 

2.1.6               
Provide direct services to children and families using the wraparound process in conjunction with the system of care. 

2.1.7 Target youth at risk of out-of-home placement, incorporating the gatekeeping, screening/transition, process for referrals to State Operated Facilities (SOFs) and area youth now in placement at a state hospital or residential facility.

2.1.8 Develop and implement system of child-family outcome measures, including the number of children served, the HAPI-C and the Restrictiveness of Living Environmental Scale (ROLES).

2.1.9 Develop a plan to sustain the system of care.

2.2 Meet with other funded systems of care projects to share information, concerns, progress reports, and network, on time lines identified by DMHA personnel, at the DMHA quarterly meetings.

2.3 Contractor shall submit reports, on time lines identified by DMHA personnel, to a designated DMHA contact person.  The first report is due September 19, 2003; the second report is due December 15, 2003; the third report is due March 15, 2004, and the fourth report is due June 15, 2004.  The reports are to detail the progress of the program activities.

2.4 Contractor will be paid when each project activity is completed as follows:

2.4.1 Hire a wraparound coordinator. 

2.4.2 Monthly consortium meetings for each of the two counties.

2.4.3 Work with Choices for technical assistance and consultation to develop interagency collaborative consortium(s) and a service delivery wraparound process for children at risk of out-of-home placement and their families, quarterly.

2.4.4 Provide or arrange for training for community stakeholders, committees, and providers regarding systems of care principles, wraparound, and strength based interventions, up to eight (8) hours.

2.4.5 Develop a mission statement, wraparound referral process, admission criteria, and guidelines for wraparound process.

2.4.6 Incorporate screening/transition function for referrals to SOFs and residential care into wraparound services.

2.4.7 Develop strategy to utilize resources from federal, state, and local sources to fund and provide a broad array of direct services to children and families.

2.4.8 Provide strength based wraparound services involving active family participation in family teams.

2.4.9 Collect and report outcome measures for the system and children/families, including the number of families served, HAPI-C, and ROLES, quarterly.

2.4.10 Meet with other funded systems of care projects to share information, concerns, progress reports, and network, quarterly.

2.4.11 Complete and submit four (4) reports to a designated DMHA contact person, including formal program evaluation component. 

2.5 Contractor will submit bills with reports, based on completion of activities above, payable upon submission of forms provided to Contractor by the DMHA.  All activities must be completed, billed and submitted to DMHA contact person no later than June 7, 2004. 
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
