
Sub-service: Medicaid Rehabilitation Option (MRO)

Special Conditions

1 PURPOSE – Medicaid Rehabilitation Option (MRO)

1.1 BECAUSE the Division of Mental Health and Addiction (DMHA) has allocated funds to assure the provision of services to persons with mental illness residing in the Contractor’s primary service area; and

1.2 BECAUSE the Contractor is a certified Community Mental Health Center (CMHC) in good standing with a valid Medicaid provider agreement authorizing Contractor to provide and receive payment for MRO services; and

1.3 BECAUSE the Contractor has agreed to set aside non-federal funds in reliance that Contractor will provide to enrollees such MRO services as appropriate under the Hoosier Assurance Plan, the following conditions apply:

2 CONDITIONS

2.1 The Contractor and the DMHA shall agree upon an estimated portion of the State match for MRO services for Persons with Mental Illness.  The identified estimate will be set aside and held as a portion of the dedicated State MRO match. The set aside of these funds shall be construed as consideration paid by the State to the Contractor. The amount of these funds having been identified by the Contractor in response to the DMHA’s “SFY 2004 MRO” inquiry, hereby incorporated by reference and made a part of this agreement. 

2.2 The amount of payment actually due to Contractor will be determined solely by the claims approved by Medicaid under the Medicaid Rehabilitation Option.

2.3 Contractor shall set aside and hold in escrow for the State the amount of the required State match for any net MRO funds received from Medicaid by the Contractor in excess of the amount previously agreed upon.

2.4 Upon a full accounting of MRO payments for fiscal year 2004, regardless of the receipt by Contractor of any state funding from the Division of Family and Children’s county offices, public schools or elsewhere, and submission of an invoice by the DMHA, Contractor shall immediately return, from the Contractor’s escrowed funds, the amount directed by the Division of Mental Health and Addiction (DMHA) as the Contractor’s required State MRO match.
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
