Sub-service: South East Regional Residential Substance Abuse Beds

(SERRSAB-402)

1. PURPOSE
Contractor will provide ten (10) residential substance abuse/chronically addicted residential beds at Turning Point Substance Abuse Program, as identified in the Contractor’s proposal in response to RFP 3-49 to the Division of Mental Health and Addiction (DMHA), hereby incorporated by reference and made a part of this attachment.

1.1 Individuals served shall demonstrate the following characteristics:

1.1.1 Have a significant history of substance abuse;

1.1.2 Have experienced significant impairments in biological, social, occupational, and/or psychological functioning due to substance abuse;

1.1.3 Require a residential level of care;

1.1.4 Generally are court-ordered or referred for treatment.

1.2 Contractor will meet with local judges and other community service providers to present and promote the program.

1.3 Contractor will accept referrals from other providers.

1.4 Contractor may enroll individuals in the Hoosier Assurance Plan (HAP) that are not already enrolled with another provider within the conditions and general guidelines of the HAP.

1.5 Contractor shall be paid as follows:

1.5.1 Per day, per occupied bed/bed days, identified in Attachment A Document Detail of the Contractor’s Managed Care Provider (MCP) contract for this “sub-service”.

1.5.2 Maximum bed days, two thousand nine hundred twenty (2,920), based on eighty percent (80%) occupancy.

1.5.3 Reimbursement not to exceed the amount identified in Attachment A Document Detail of the Contractor’s Managed Care Provider (MCP) contract for this “sub-service”.

1.6 Contractor shall submit monthly utilization reports on forms provided by the DMHA to the Contractor, to a designated DMHA contact.

1.7 Contractor shall submit billings on a monthly basis on forms provided to Contractor by DMHA.

1.8 Contractor agrees to provide the services listed in this attachment for the term stated in Attachment A Document Detail for this “sub-service” under the Contractor’s Managed Care Provider (MCP) current year contract.
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
