SPECIAL CONDITIONS

1. PURPOSE

The purpose is to develop community-based System(s) Of Care for children with severe emotional disturbances (SED).  A collaborative consortium(s) of agencies serving children, families, and stakeholders and a service delivery system using the wraparound process will support children with serious emotional disturbances (SED) and their families.

2. SPECIAL CONDITIONS

2.1 Contractor shall initiate the following activities:

2.1.1 Hire a full time project coordinator.

2.1.2 Work with Choices Technical Assistance Center (TAC) for System of Care and Evidence Based Practices for Children and Families on a quarterly basis to obtain consultation, coaching, and training regarding systems of care, wraparound, and strength-based interventions.

2.1.3 Establish local Consortium Coordinating Committee, that meets on a monthly basis and that include(s) representation from the following:

2.1.3.1 County Office of Family and Children;

2.1.3.2 Mental Health services providers;

2.1.3.3 The juvenile court;

2.1.3.4 The largest school district in the county or jurisdiction;

2.1.3.5 Other school districts that are referring children to receive services through the consortium;

2.1.3.6 At least two (2) family members of eligible children, and

2.1.3.7 An organization that provides advocacy for children and families, such as a mental health association.

2.1.4 Develop mission statement for consortium and service delivery system endorsing System Of Care values and principles, referral process, and admission criteria.

2.1.5 Develop a funding plan to utilize resources from federal, state, and local sources to fund and provide an array of direct services to children and families.

2.1.6 Provide direct service to children and families using the wraparound process in conjunction with the System Of Care consortium.

2.1.7 Develop and implement system and child/family outcome measures, including the number of children served, the HAPI-C, and the “Restrictiveness of Living Environment Scale” (ROLES) and the Client Services Data System (CSDS).

2.1.8 Provide active support for formation of a family support group, and address barriers to family participation in SOC consortium.

2.1.9 Develop mechanism to sustain the System Of Care and wraparound services.

2.2 Send representative(s) to State SOC quarterly meetings.

2.3 Contractor shall submit quarterly reports to a designated Division of Mental Health and Addiction contact person.  The first quarterly report is due September 20, 2004; the second quarterly report is due December 20, 2004; the third quarterly report is due March 25, 2005; and the fourth quarterly report is due by June 13, 2005.  The quarterly reports are to detail the progress of the program activities as required in the reporting form.
