Funds specified in this Attachment are made available for the provision of alcohol/drug abuse services in accordance with IC 12-23-1-8 and are further subject to the following conditions:

1. Funds disbursed under this Attachment will not be used to:

1.1 Carry out any program of distributing sterile needles for the hypodermic injection of any illegal drug;
1.2 Carry out any testing for the etiologic agent for Acquired Immune Deficiency Syndrome unless such testing is accompanied by appropriate pre-test counseling and appropriate post-test counseling;

1.3 Make cash payments to intended recipients of health services;
1.4 Purchase or improve land;

1.5 Purchase, construct, or permanently improve (other than minor remodeling) any building or other facility;
1.6 Purchase major medical equipment; or purchase of equipment valued over one thousand dollars ($1,000.00 or;
1.7 Satisfy any requirements for expenditure of non-federal funds as a condition for receipt of federal funds.

2. The Contractor shall provide the following reports to the Division of Mental Health and Addiction (DMHA), on forms provided to the Contractor by DMHA:

2.1 Monthly Fiscal and Service Reports.  These reports are due no later than the end of the month following the month being reported.

3. The Contractor shall provide outreach activities aimed at individuals and their associates considered high risk for substance abuse and their associates.  The outreach model shall be scientifically sound, or if no such model is available which is applicable to Contractor’s local situation, use an approach that reasonably can be expected to be an effective outreach method.  The model shall require that outreach efforts include the following:

3.1 Selecting, training, and supervising outreach workers;

3.2 Contacting, communicating and following up with high risk substance abuse abuser, their associates, and the neighborhood residents, within the constraints of the federal and state confidentiality requirements, including 42 CFR Part 2;

3.3 Promoting awareness among injecting drug – abusers about the relationship between injecting drug abuse and communicable diseases as HIV;
3.4 Recommend steps that can be taken to ensure that HIV transmission does not occur; and

3.5 Encourage entry into treatment.

4. The Contractor agrees to ensure that a program of continuing education is made available to employees providing substance abuse services.

5. If the State and the Contractor determine that the services called for pursuant to this Attachment will be enhanced by extending the termination date of the services called for in this Attachment without increasing the amount of funding provided to the Contractor pursuant to this Attachment, the services called for in this Attachment may be extended by amendment for a period of ninety (90) days.  All amendments pursuant to this paragraph shall be requested and approved by DMHA by February 28, 2005.

6. If the Contractor engages in subcontract agreements, the Contractor shall ensure that the subcontractor will comply with the terms of this agreement.
7. The Contractor shall provide the State with written notification in advance of plans to:

7.1 Change the population targeted for services.

7.2 Change the method(s) of service delivery, including shifts in the mix of sub-services.

7.3 Raise or lower the amount of staff time allocated to service provision by more that ten percent (10%) (annualized).

7.4 Raise or lower the cost of operation by more than ten percent (10%) (annualized).

7.5 Raise or lower the amount of non-substance abuse revenue allocated to the services by more than ten percent (10%) (annualized).

7.6 Total amount of this attachment is one hundred six thousand five hundred seventy dollars ($106,570.00).
7.7 The total projected cost of this program, one hundred seventeen thousand three hundred eighty-five dollars ($117,385.00), is financed with one hundred six thousand five hundred seventy dollars ($106,570.00), ninety-one percent (91%) of federal Substance Abuse Prevention and Treatment (SAPT) Block Grant funds and ten thousand eight hundred fifteen dollars ($10,815.00), nine percent (9%) of non-governmental funds.
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
