Notice of Changes in Methods and Standards for Medicaid Payments for Licensed Clinical Addiction Counselor Services

In accordance with public notice requirements established at 42 CFR 447.205, the Indiana Family and Social Services Administration, Office of Medicaid Policy and Planning (OMPP) publishes this notice of proposed changes to methods and standards governing reimbursement policy for Medicaid services provided by a Licensed Clinical Addiction Counselor (LCAC).

[bookmark: _GoBack]OMPP proposes to modify the reimbursement methodology for other licensed practitioners performing outpatient mental health services under the Medicaid physician fee schedule to include licensed clinical addiction counselor services.  This change shall be effective November 1, 2016.

OMPP is making this change in order to include LCACs in the state plan because they provide necessary outpatient mental health services to Medicaid beneficiaries.  There is no fiscal impact associated with this change because this change simply clarifies that this practitioner type may provide services to Medicaid beneficiaries.
