I. Call to Order and Welcome
Governor Pence called the first meeting of the Indiana Career Council to order at 1:05PM, and welcomed the Council members that were present, offering special thanks to Superintendent Ritz and Lt. Governor Ellspermann for their participation.

II. Roll Call 
Lieutenant Governor Sue Ellspermann did a roll call of members and recognized that eight voting members of the Council were present, representing a quorum of members.

III. New Business

a. Opening Remarks
Governor Pence opened this discussion by asking members to ensure that this was a productive and brisk meeting.  He stated that the Council was not meant to be a ceremonial committee, but one that will be a working group that is committed rethinking and realigning workforce products in Indiana, making the State a national leader in workforce innovation and reform. which will make Indiana a national leader in workforce innovation and reform


b. Review of Duties Assigned to Council by Indiana Code 
Governor Pence outlined the duties of the Council, which are established in Indiana Code 22-4.5-9, and consist of the following:
· Align and Coordinate Activities of Indiana’s Education, Job Skills Development, and Career Training System
· Provide Administrative Oversight of the Indiana Workforce Intelligence System (IWIS)
· Develop and Maintain an Inventory of Current Job and Career Training Activities Provided by 
· Coordinate its work with the Indiana Education Roundtable and the Indiana Works Councils

c. Review of Training Inventory Due to Legislature on August 1st 
The Council reviewed the Training Inventory that must be provided to the Indiana Legislature by August 1st.   After discussion, the Council agreed to submit the Inventory as written and to provide an updated version to the Legislature by December 1st of 2013.  Governor Pence requested a motion to approve the Inventory and to submit it to the Legislature.  Mr. Pickett motioned approval; Mr. Smith seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.

d. Review of Existing Skill Gap Analyses and Discussion of Additional Needs
The Council discussed the needs for an analysis of skill and education gaps that exist between the needs of Indiana’s employers and its workforce.  The Council was provided with a listing of numerous reports that have been issued in Indiana regarding the skills gap.  After discussion, the Council agreed to have the Indiana Business Research Center do a review of existing skills gap reports and to report back to the Council on the conclusions of the reports. 

e. Establishment of Asset Mapping Project and Assignments
The Council discussed the need to develop an asset map, which will identify the resources currently available throughout the State for education, job skills development, and career training.  Members of the Council were charged with completing a spreadsheet, which will provide information detailing the programs and funding streams overseen by their respective agencies or organizations.  Members of the Council will complete the spreadsheet and submit to Council staff no later than August 9, 2013.  Staff will then compile the information into one report, which will be provide to, and discussed, at the next meeting of the Council

IV. Adjournment
Prior to the adjournment of the meeting, Governor Pence asked each member of the Council to share their personal goals for the Council.  Following members’ statements, Governor Pence requested a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Mr. Smith moved for adjournment; Mr. Sanders seconded the motion; motion passed unanimously.  Governor Pence adjourned the meeting at 2:05PM., and announced that the next meeting of the Indiana Career Council will be on Monday, August 19, 2013 at 3PM. 
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
