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Indiana Career Council
Resolution to Establish Taskforce on Community College Best Practices
August 19, 2013


WHEREAS, in accordance with the Indiana Code 22-4.5-9, the Indiana Career Council is established to accomplish certain enumerated functions; and

WHEREAS, among those enumerated functions, the Indiana Career Council is charged with matching the education and skills training provide by the state’s education, job skills development, and career training system and developing a strategic plan that, in part, addresses the shortage of qualified workers for current employment opportunities; and 

WHEREAS, Indiana’s community college system and its sub-baccalaureate educational institutions, including Ivy Tech Community College and Vincennes University, represent key components of the state’s education, job skills development, and career training system; and

WHEREAS, the operations and outcomes of these educational institutions contribute greatly to the ability of the state to address shortage of qualified workers for current employment opportunities; and

WHEREAS, it is imperative that the Indiana Career Council develop a greater understanding of community college best practices in order to aid in the development of its strategic plan as required by the above named law;

IT IS THEREFORE RESOLVED, that the Indiana Career Council establishes a taskforce to be appointed by its Chairman to perform the following duties:
· Identify and review best practices of community colleges throughout the United States;
· Analyze the extent and capabilities of Ivy Tech Community College and Vincennes University to train and educate the emerging and returning workforce in key industries;
· Review performance outcomes and data of these institutions in such analyses; 
· Evaluate, to the extent possible, the return on investment that training and education provided by these institutions bring to the State of Indiana; and
· Make formal recommendations to the Indiana Career Council on how Indiana’s community college system and its sub-baccalaureate educational institutions can help address the workforce needs of key industries in the state.

IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED, that the taskforce established by this resolution shall provide an initial report detailing its analyses and recommendations to the Indiana Career Council by November 18, 2013, with the needs for future reports established at that time.
