One of HHCC’s first initiatives was the Hammond Youth Program which was sponsored by the School City of Hammond and the City of Hammond’s Department of Planning and Development.

The 1st Fair we had started with 10 vendors and every year after that our vendor base has grown to include 50 + vendors with up to 400 people attending.
